Saint of the Week

Saint Thérese of Lisieux| Feast Day - October 1st

“I prefer the monotony of obscure sacrifice to all ecstasies. To
pick up a pin for love can convert a soul.”

These are the words of Thérése of Lisieux, a Carmelite nun
called the “Little Flower,” who lived a cloistered life of
obscurity in the convent of Lisieux, France. And her
preference for hidden sacrifice did indeed convert souls. Few
saints of God are more popular than g ]
this young nun. Her N
autobiography, The Story of a Soul,
is read and loved throughout the
world. Thérese Martin entered the
convent at the age of 15 and died in
1897 at the age of 24.

Life in a Carmelite convent is indeed
uneventful and consists mainly of
prayer and hard domestic work. But
Thérese possessed that holy insight
that redeems the time, however dull that time may be. She
saw in quiet suffering a redemptive suffering, suffering that
was indeed her apostolate. Thérése said she came to the
Carmel convent “to save souls and pray for priests.” And
shortly before she died, she wrote: “l want to spend my
heaven doing good on earth.”

Thérése was canonized in 1925. On October 19, 1997, Pope
John Paul Il proclaimed her a Doctor of the Church, the third
woman to be so recognized in light of her holiness and the
influence of her teaching on spirituality in the Church.

Her parents, Louis and Zélie, were beatified in 2008, and
canonized in 2015.

Thérese has much to teach our age of the image, the
appearance, the “self.” We have become a dangerously self-
conscious people, painfully aware of the need to be fulfilled,
yet knowing we are not. Thérese, like so many saints, sought
to serve others, to do something outside herself, to forget
herself in quiet acts of love. She is one of the great examples
of the gospel paradox that we gain our life by losing it, and
that the seed that falls to the ground must die in order to
live.

Preoccupation with self separates modern men and women
from God, from their fellow human beings, and ultimately
from themselves. We must re-learn to forget ourselves, to
contemplate a God who draws us out of ourselves, and to
serve others as the ultimate expression of selfhood. These
are the insights of Saint Thérese, and they are more valid

Santo de la Semana

Santa Teresa de Lisieux | Fiesta - 1 de octubre

“Prefiero la monotonia del oscuro sacrificio a todos los éxtasis.
Coger un alfiler por amor puede convertir un alma. "

Estas son las palabras de Thérése of Lisieux, una monja carmelita
llamada la “Pequenia Flor”, que vivid una vida enclaustrada en la
oscuridad en el convento de Lisieux, Francia. Y su preferencia por
el sacrificio oculto si convirtié almas. Pocos santos de Dios son mas
populares que esta joven monja. Su
autobiografia, La historia de un alma, se lee
y ama en todo el mundo. Thérése Martin
entrod en el convento a los 15 afios y murid
en 1897 a los 24 afios.

La vida en un convento carmelita transcurre
sin incidentes y consiste principalmente en
oracion y arduo trabajo doméstico. Pero
Thérese poseia esa sagrada vision que
redime el tiempo, por aburrido que sea ese
tiempo. Veia en el sufrimiento silencioso un
sufrimiento redentor, sufrimiento que era ciertamente su
apostolado. Thérése dijo que vino al convento del Carmelo "para
salvar almas y rezar por los sacerdotes". Y poco antes de morir,
escribiod: "Quiero pasar mi cielo haciendo el bien en la tierra".

Thérese fue canonizada en 1925. El 19 de octubre de 1997, el Papa
Juan Pablo Il la proclamé Doctora de la Iglesia, la tercera mujer en
ser reconocida a la luz de su santidad y la influencia de su
ensefianza sobre la espiritualidad en la Iglesia.

Sus padres, Louis y Zélie, fueron beatificados en 2008 y
canonizados en 2015.

Thérese tiene mucho que ensefarnos a nuestra era de la imagen,
la apariencia, el "yo". Nos hemos convertido en personas
peligrosamente autoconscientes, dolorosamente conscientes de la
necesidad de ser satisfechos, pero sabiendo que no lo somos.
Teresa, como tantos santos, buscaba servir a los demds, hacer algo
fuera de si misma, olvidarse de si misma en silenciosos actos de
amor. Ella es uno de los grandes ejemplos de la paradoja del
evangelio de que ganamos nuestra vida al perderla y que la semilla
que cae al suelo debe morir para poder vivir.

La preocupacién por uno mismo separa a los hombres y mujeres
modernos de Dios, de sus semejantes y, en Ultima instancia, de
ellos mismos. Debemos volver a aprender a olvidarnos de nosotros
mismos, a contemplar a un Dios que nos saca de nosotros mismos
y a servir a los demas como la maxima expresion de la
individualidad. Estas son las intuiciones de Santa Teresa, y hoy son
mas validas que nunca.
