A Jubilee Year is traditionally held every 25
years, offering Catholics around the world a unique
opportunity to deepen their faith, seek reconciliation, and
participate in pilgrimage.

Ke Aspects of the 2025 Jubilee Year:

heme: Ptfgnms of Hope - The theme emphasizes the
Joumey of faith, rooted in hope, as individuals and
communities strive to draw closer to God and renew their trust
in His promises. It invites Catholics to reflect on their role as
“pilgrims” in life, moving toward deeper communion with God
and one another.

2. Spiritual Significance - A Jubilee Year is a time to focus on
repentance, spiritual growth, and reconciliation. Traditionally,
it includes: - ; »

* Plenary indulgences for pilgrims who fulfill specific spiritual
practices, such as visiting designated churches and
performing acts of mercy or penance.

« Special events, liturgies, and celebrations to inspire unity
and faith renewal.

3. Pilgrimage to Rome - Pilgrims are encouraged to journey to
Rome, where significant events, including Masses, pra ers,
and Fatherlngs will be held. Major basilicas like St. Pefer's
Basilica will serve as focal points for prayer and reflection.

4. Preparation for the Jubilee Year - Pope Francis has called
for a time of spiritual preparation leading up to 2025, focusing
on:

* 2023: Emphasizing the importance of prayer.

+ 2024: Fostering a renewed spirit of charity.

5. Focus on Hope - Amid global challenges and uncertainties,
the theme of hope resonates as a call to remain steadfast in
faith and trust in God's providence.

The 2025 Jubilee Year begins at 1pm on Christmas Eve. It is
expected to attract millions of pilgrims worldwide, creating a
vibrant and transformative experience for all Catholics.
