Opening prayer:  Deacon Kerry
PPC Matters:  
· 1	Fr Sean is meeting with the finance committee concerning the budget – parishioners are encouraged to use Faith Direct/Paypal.  Considered texting for contributions, but is not at this time. Some are dropping off checks at the office.  More than half comes from loose cash and checks at mass.  Parish is doing everything to cut and control expenses.

· 2	Spring Festival has been moved to 2021. Fr Sean and festival committee are considering another one day ‘festival’ later in the year.  The parish will still sell T-Shirts as they have been purchased already.

Open Forum:  No members from the parish were in attendance to address the council.
Information sharing from Fr. Sean & Dcn. Kerry:  
· 1	COVID 19 updates – as far as we know, no one in the parish has been diagnosed with the virus.  Two are being tested and some have extended family members that have the virus.  
Fr. Sean, Deacons and staff are initiating calls to more vulnerable parishioners to see how they are doing and if they need assistance.
Clergy Connection – parishioners can send messages and ask questions to clergy via the website.  Also can list prayer requests (these will not be made public).
Live Stream mass Monday – Friday 9 AM and Sunday 9 AM.  Working better on Facebook than You Tube
The CTR website will have resources for Faith to keep the parishioners connected to the church.  This will have resources for teens and adults. 
Palm Sunday – the palms will still be blessed but there is no safe way to get them to the congregation.  Parishioners will be encouraged to place a palm or a green leaf on their front door as a symbol to celebrate Palm Sunday.
Holy Week – still reviewing possibilities but Fr Sean is confident it will have to be live streamed not attended in person.
RCIA will conclude at a later date  - possibly on Pentecost Sunday
Staff has had a reduction in hours, which will reduce payroll.
