New Business:
· Nominations to Parish Council and Finance Committee – announce in bulletin and Father Bob’s Friday email. Deadline for nominations is October 16, 2020. PC member and parish are encouraged to ask and self-nominate, send names to Larry. Nominees will be asked to meet for discernment on October 29th after 6 PM Mass.
· Resumption of parish life after COVID-19 - Larry presented Mass attendance numbers which are increasing. Summer under 200; after Labor Day 235-244. 33% of building capacity is allowed and depending on size of groups, it is estimated that up to 280 can be accommodated. There is some room for walk ins. Opening 4:30 Mass is being considered, looking at number of staff/volunteers currently helping with Mass; many serving at 9:30 willing to change to 4:30, leaving 9:30 insufficient staffing.

Pastor’s statement:
· Returning to normal “full parish life” will occur once masks are no longer required, getting back to a regular routine is anticipated. Optimistic that we will be able to send a spring or early summer invitation to all St. Kateri population. Christmas season will be a challenge: how many Masses, registrations, etc.; being discussed at Diocesan level. New Deacon coming to our parish. Staff have been remarkable – ministries continuing with Zoom, in person with social distancing, etc.


Parish Manager update:
· Finances:  Mass attendance improving. Collections steady with July and August running just about even (due to increased contributions from fewer families). Lower expenses experienced as well.
Applied for PPP loan forgiveness; of $254,000 received, $800. unspent will be repaid with modest interest due. PPP money helped leverage some savings. 
St. Kateri Tekakwitha Schools Pre-school/nursery numbers are down. Registration may increase in November and January. Currently, teachers disinfecting classrooms as well as janitors after hours for hallways/bathrooms.  
· RIOF Project Update: Diocese asked not to begin Re-igniting projects over $20,000. Completed so far: Upgraded Wi-Fi in school (alternate funding identified for most expenses) and adopt a student (40) tuition assistance. Planned next:  new computers for parish offices, rectory improvements, planning for remaining parish Wi-Fi/sound systems.
