They are someone, other than the parent, who bears witness on behalf of a larger faith community and pledges to accompany the candidate on their journey of faith as they grow as a Catholic. 
To be eligible to be a Confirmation Sponsor, you need to meet several criteria:
• Are a Catholic who leads a life of faith

· Believe in God and believe all he has said and revealed to us;

· Have a faith that is alive through works of charity;

· Strive to commit your life to God;

· Attend Mass regularly including Holy Days of Obligation;
· Are not bound by any canonical penalty legitimately imposed or declared.

• Are a Catholic who has been confirmed and has already received the most holy sacrament of the Eucharist and who leads a life of faith in keeping with the function to be taken on;

• Are at least 16 years of age;
• Are someone other than the mother or father of the one to be confirmed.
It is also important to consider:

• You are willing to share your faith with the candidate. 
• You will encourage the candidate to grow in their understanding of the faith as the young person comes to a deeper appreciation of God in their life.
By signing this attestation, I am certifying that I have read the above requirements to be a Confirmation Sponsor; that I meet these conditions and am willing to fulfill the duties and expectations as they have been described.
