Update on HVAC Replacements 
Weekly heating update, both the rectory and the heat pump system in the 
church went out in January. To date the rectory HVAC motor was replaced 
at a cost of $4,186.10 and the Heat Pump system in the church, a nearly 30 
year old system, is in need of replacement at an estimated cost of 
$13,698.64.  There was $3,540 dollars remaining from the replacement of 
the system in our chapel and a total of $9,130 (as of February 26th) ear 
marked donations for these replacements.  The total outlay (before dona-
tions or remaining funds totals $17,884.74.  The total of ear marked  
donations and the remaining funds from the chapel project totals 
$12,670.00. This leaves a balance still needed for the replacement of the 
heat pump totaling $5,214.74.  Thank you to those who have donated and 
please consider a donation if you are able.
