Attendance and Punctuality: it is important to be on time every 

day.  Announcements begin at 8:00. Students need to be in class  

by 8:20 which is when we begin our day.

Assignments 

Some assignments need to be completed and emailed to me.  I will 

let you know when this is the case.  It can be submitted via 

Google classroom or you can take a picture and email it to me. 

 

The three most important items for you to look for are: the 

homework planner , test folder, and  test/events schedule.  

The test/events schedule is posted on google classroom and on 

the class pages. 

 

Every night there should be something written in your child’s 

planner.  If your child does not do an assignment, I will send an 

email or write a note in their planner.  Please reply so I know you 

are aware of the missed assignment.  Your child will get an extra 

day, but if the work is not completed by the second day, he/she 

will receive a zero.   

 

Extra Credit: If your child gets below 70% he or she  may do 

extra credit.  Write the questions that were wrong with the 

correct answers on a piece of loose leaf and hand it in. 



Chapter Books/Bible: Your child should have a chapter book to 

read in class.  If you have your child’s bible from last year, send 

it in. 

 

Proper shoes/black 

sneakers need to be worn daily except on Gym days.  On gym days 

shorts and t-shirt or sweat suits and sneakers may be worn to 

school.
