Dear Parent and Confirmation Candidate,

Greetings in Christ!

What an exciting year this will be for you and your family!   Father Stephen, our volunteer catechists, and I look forward to sharing in your child’s Confirmation Day.  

Please carefully review all information contained herein before completing the forms included in this packet.  I must ask that you do not submit the forms to the School of Religion office unless all forms are completed and submitted simultaneously.  All forms must be submitted no later than February 18, 2023.    

The forms to be submitted to Sandy Zimmer or the church office are:

· Request for Enrollment of the Sacrament of Confirmation
· Letter to the Archbishop Requesting the Sacrament of Confirmation
· Certificate of Eligibility for Confirmation Sponsor 
· The Choosing of a Christian Name


The Archdiocese of New Orleans schedules the date of Confirmation Mass.  It is scheduled for Tuesday, March 28,2023 at 7pm.  The Rehearsal is set for Sunday March 26th, from 2-4pm.  For the Confirmation ceremony, please dress appropriately.  Gentlemen may wear suits or dress pants and button up shirt with a tie. Young ladies may wear dresses, skirts or dress pants.  Jeans, spaghetti strap or strapless dress or top, t-shirts, and immodest clothing are NOT appropriate.  You will be provided white ceremony gowns to be worn on top of your attire.

Additionally, the Confirmation retreat is scheduled for February 12, 2023, beginning with 11am Mass followed by lunch with their sponsor and then the retreat ending at 5pm.  NET retreat is scheduled for April 23 2023 from 10am to 7pm.  Both are required, or you may also consider attending the Echo Summer Seminar. 

Last, but not least our team of Catechists will be working with Father Steve to arrange brief interviews with each of the candidates.  The goal is to ensure that the candidate is fully aware and freely consenting to receive the Gift of the Holy Spirit through the Sacrament of Confirmation.

The Certificate of Eligibility for Confirmation Sponsor must be filled in by the sponsor and given to the Sandy Zimmer or the church office, along with the above listed documents.  Please get this form to your sponsor as soon as possible.

REQUESTING THE SACRAMENT OF CONFIRMATION
LETTER TO THE ARCHBISHOP

You are free to respond to God’s call to live your faith more deeply – to worship, witness, and serve as a confirmed Christian. You should write a personal letter to the archbishop requesting this sacrament.  Follow these guidelines:

This letter is not to be mailed by the individual candidate.  All letters are mailed together from Holy Family.

Body of Letter

Introduce yourself.  Tell something about your family, your background.

Request the sacrament.  Give reasons why you would like to be confirmed.  State that the decision to receive the sacrament is your decision.

Explain how you have prepared for the sacrament.  Give specific examples of your prayer life, celebration of other sacraments, service to others, and that you have prepared for the sacrament through study and instructions, etc.

Tell how you will continue to make Confirmation in the faith real and alive in your future.  Express how you have already accepted the responsibility of living a mature Christian life by being of service to the church and the community.  Conclude your letter with a personal touch.

Criteria to Serve as Sponsor for Baptism/Confirmation 

1. The Godparent/Sponsor must be a Catholic in good standing with the Church who has been Confirmed and regularly practices his/her Catholic faith; 

2. The Godparent/Sponsor must be at least sixteen years of age; 

3. If married, the Godparent/Sponsor must be in a marriage recognized as valid by the Catholic Church. Person may not be cohabiting (living together without marriage); 

4. If not previously attended, the Godparent/Sponsor will attend appropriate preparation for fulfilling this role (Baptismal or Confirmation seminar, RCIA session, etc.)

 "I meet the above-stated criteria to serve as a Godparent/Sponsor, and I will do all in my power to assist the parents of this child to raise their child in the Catholic faith, or - if an adult - to assist him/her in living faithfully as a Catholic Christian."

THE CHOOSING OF A CHRISTIAN NAME

Candidate’s Name:  _________________________________________

Many people choose an additional saint’s name at Confirmation.  The preferred name, however, is the baptismal name because it expresses the relationship that exists between Baptism and Confirmation. If your baptismal name is not that of a recognized saint, a new name should be chosen for Confirmation.   If a new name is taken, it should be the name of a recognized saint of the Catholic Church.  
Names of saints are chosen to serve as patrons and models for those being confirmed.  Candidates should choose a patron saint’s name, not because of the attractiveness of the name, but because of the attractiveness of the Christian life that person led.   Research and learn more about your patron saint’s name.  Choose either your baptismal or confirmation patron.
