Two other meatless meals, 
sufficient to maintain strength, may be 
taken according to each one’s needs, 
but together they should not equal  
another full meal. Eating between 
meals is not permitted. When health or 
ability to work would be seriously  
affected, the regulation does not 
oblige.  

* Catholics should not lightly excuse 
themselves from these prescribed  
minimal penitential practices.

This year, on February 14, Most Reverend Evelio Menjivar-Ayala celebrated the Wedding Anniversary Mass to highlight the witness 
to the Catholic vocaƟon of marriage and the beauty of God’s plan for married life. Couples aƩended the Mass and received a  
CerƟficate in honor of their anniversary year. Eight couples aƩended from St. Ann, and the Luzius family was one of the families 
honored. This year, they celebrate 10 years of marriage! Here is their story, in their own words: 

 My husband and I share what many would call a fairy-tale love story, 
though we know it is truly a story authored by God. AŌer years of daƟng and 
eventually surrendering my desire to find “the one,” I chose instead to focus on 
personal growth and place my trust fully in the Lord. I remember praying  
earnestly for a loving life partner and for the family I had once feared might  
never come to be. In God’s perfect Ɵming, we met just one month later and fell 
in love almost instantly. 

 Today, we celebrate ten years of marriage and fourteen years together, 
and we are blessed with two beauƟful children. As lifelong Catholics, we were 
raised with a deep understanding of Christ’s teachings and a reverence for the 
virtues and lives of the Saints. Throughout our marriage, we have experienced 
both the highest joys and some of the most difficult trials. The blessings have 
revealed new depths of graƟtude and praise for God, while the trials have tested 
our faith, strengthened our perseverance, and deepened our reliance on the 
power of prayer.

Sharing a life together and trusƟng in one another’s personal growth 
requires humility, sacrifice, and unwavering faith. During our lowest moments, 
we learned to lean not on our own understanding, but on God’s plan, trusƟng 
Him as the true foundaƟon of our marriage and family.
