We live in a digital age and with the emergence of artificial intelligence

(Al) it is imperative that we increase our understanding. Just this month, Pope Leo
spoke at the Pontifical Academy of Theology in Rome of the importance of
providing answers to digital challenges. Technology is not evil by itself. Like
power, money, prestige, or pleasure, it can be dangerous if not used
correctly. However, it can also be useful instrument in building up the kingdom of
the God. The question we must always ask is: how do we use it? From a poll taken
last year:

Half of teenagers aged 13-18 said they feel anxious when they do not have
their smart phone.

74% said they would never consider swapping their smart phone for a more
basic phone (only phone calls & text messages).

25% said they use their smart phones for more than 5 hours a day.
