Sunday Reflection

Among priests we joke about the two wedding seasons of Spring and
Fall. With the cooler temperatures and the leaves beginning to turn color, we
are once again in wedding season. However, what we do not joke about is
preparation. For the nine months prior to the big day, Catholic preparation
focuses on “marriage” and not the “wedding.” Each morning, married couples
should rise to the person they married, but they should also rise to the tasks of
the day. It is these everyday tasks where we can incarnate (to make visible
something that is invisible) our love, faithfulness, and devotion. Chores and
tasks that must be done week after week can become tedious, but there is a
spiritual aspect to it. The other day, | was doing laundry and | stopped at a shirt
that | have worn for over ten years. The shirt is as old as my priesthood. | had
to stop for a second and think of how much my life has changed since then. As
spouses and parents, | hope you get to enjoy the same feeling of being
awed. How great is the privilege you have of being there for that person day
after day, month after month, year after year? How many opportunities have
we had in our “daily grind” to incarnate our love for someone? You might be
sweeping the same floor, wiping the same dishes, making the same bed, and
washing the same clothes, but it is tangible proof of the invisible reality. Just as
important, is also the moments of rest with one another. I’d be willing to
gamble that some of your favorite family moments are when you are simply

enjoying each other’s company.

The same is true for our spiritual lives. When we love God, we make
incarnate that reality in our prayers especially when we simply rest in his
presence (at home in prayer, before the Blessed Sacrament in adoration, or at

Mass).
