GREEN PHASE

Mindful that previous Orders from the Governor
exempt Religious Houses of Worship, the Diocese
of Allentown will continue to follow the current
diocesan guidelines (Green Phase, Part I).

Green Phase - Part I Churches will be permitted
“no more than 50% of their occupancy.” Most
Blessed Sacrament Church maximum capacity
currently 1s 140.

Mass attendance remains voluntary mn the green
phase. Those who do not feel safe, or who have
compromising health conditions, should not attend.
The dispensation from the Mass obligation will
remain 1in place.

The main priority 1s the safety of the faithful, and the
safety of priests. The faithful will be required to wear

masks. Strict social distancing will be required, and
ushers will help ensure that protocol.

The Church will be open weekdays from 9 AM until
7 PM for private prayer.

There will be no hymnals, to help prevent the
spread of the virus. Only certain entrances and exits
will be 1n use, and the faithful will be dismissed by
pew to limit large gatherings after Mass.
