A Deeper Look With Father Kevin
Super Bowl LX

Super Bowl LX this weekend seems to be a great matchup. The Seattle Seahawks, with rising star Sam
Darnold, vs. the New England Patriots, led by Drake Maye. It is a rematch of Super Bowl XLIX. With two of
the best quarterbacks in the league, it should not fail to entertain. “Get-in" prices are approximately $6,000
to $8,000. In addition, a 30-second commercial is reportedly costing advertisers $8-10 million. Americans
are expected to consume a staggering 1.38 billion to 1.42 billion wings during the game.

As Super Bowl Sunday arrives, many of us will be enjoying good food, family, fellowship, and commercials.

Whether our
team wins or loses, may we remember that the greatest gift we share is one another—and God’s great love
shown to us each day.

Faith Under Pressure

“Blessed are those who are persecuted.” This Beatitude is more than a spiritual metaphor. Across the world today,
Christians continue to face imprisonment, violence, and even death for faith in Christ. In many places, simply
gathering for the Eucharist carries real risk. For many others, persecution takes the form of ridicule, slander, threats,
professional harm, and deliberate attempts to bring another to harm or ruin.

This Sunday's first reading from Isaiah says: “If you remove from your midst

oppression, false accusation and malicious speech [...] then light shall rise for you in the darkness,

and the gloom shall become for you like midday.” Isaiah recognizes that persecution often begins with words. False
accusation and malicious speech are tools used to weaken and isolate. When these are rejected, light can arise.
When they are tolerated, darkness spreads.

Saint Oscar Romero, martyred at the altar in 1980, taught that this Beatitude belongs to the Church in every age. He
understood persecution as a sign of authenticity, since a Church that lives the Gospel disturbs systems built on
injustice and fear. Faithfulness causes resistance to anti-Christian ideologies because it exposes idols and falsehoods.
May we ask for the grace to reject malicious speech and thoughts in our own lives, and to remain faithful to Christ.

In 1877, an 8-year-old Sudanese girl was kidnapped by Arab
traders. So traumatized by her abduction, she could not
remember her birth name. She spent the next decade in
slavery. She was brought to Italy, where she was introduced
to Christianity, baptized (taking the name Josephine) and
later gained her freedom.

St. Josephine Bakhita is now the patron saint of those
impacted by the sin of human trafficking and remains a
source of inspiration around the world. Her feast day,
February 8, coincides with the Church’s International Day
of Prayer and Awareness Against Human Trafficking.

In recent years the Knights of Columbus has committed
itself to fighting this crime against humanity. The Order has
partnered with religious communities and other
organizations to support anti-trafficking programs in places
like the Philippines, Nigeria and Ukraine.
