Our Patient Lord

On the Third Sunday of Easter, the Church gives us the account of the disciples on the road to Emmaus.
The risen Lord comes to them in their confusion. He opens the Scriptures to them and is made known to
them in the breaking of the bread. The Gospel shows that Christ draws near to his disciples, teaching
them with patience.

St. Bede reflects on the patient instruction of Christ: “He appeared to them in the body, but did not permit
himself to be recognized by them until he had instructed them in the mysteries of the holy Scriptures, so
that by hearing they might learn to see” (Homilies on the Gospels, 11.23, on Luke 24:13-35).

The same is true in the life of the Church. Christ still speaks through the Scriptures and still makes Himself
known in the Eucharist. Easter is a season to ask for the grace to recognize him more clearly and to walk

with him in renewed faith.
