Living Stones: Honoring Our Past, Building Our Future

In this weekend's reading, St. Peter reminds us: “Like living stones, let yourselves be built into a spiritual
house...” (1 Pt 2:5). The Church is not simply a building - it is a people. Each of us is a “living stone,” called to be
part of something greater that God is building.

This vision is at the heart of our capital campaign, Honoring Our Past, Building Our Future. While we are addressing real needs such
as caring for our facilities and enhancing our sacred spaces, we do so for a deeper purpose: to strengthen the life of our parish.

Our church exists to help us encounter Christ, especially in the Eucharist, and to grow together as disciples. From that encounter
flows everything—our service, our generosity, and our mission to bring Christ's joy, hope, and healing to others.

St. Peter tells us, “Let yourselves be built.” God is at work, but He invites our response. Through prayer, service, and sacrificial
giving, each of us has a role to play.

Jesus Christ, the Way to the Father

The Gospel for this Sunday gives us one of Jesus’ most Christological and profound statements: “l am the
way and the truth and the life” (John 14:6). These words are spoken at the Last Supper when the disciples
are uneasy. Thomas asks, “Master, we do not know where you are going; how can we know the way?”
Jesus offers himself as the answer. The first Christians understood this experience of relationship with
Christ. In the Acts of the Apostles, Christianity is called “the Way” (cf. Acts 9:2). Christianity was never only
a set of doctrines. It was a way of life, a path into communion with the Father through Jesus Christ, our
Dominus.

St. Thomas Aquinas writes: “Christ is the way by which we go; the truth to which we go; and the life in
which we remain” (cf. Commentary on John, ch. 14). Our Gospel asks a question to us. Is Christ the way that
orders my life, or is he one concern among many? To follow him means allowing his Truth to shape our
choices, his Life to sustain our souls, and his Way to guide us to the Father.
