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"Brothers and sisters, already many 
have died," the Pope said. "Please, let 
no more innocent blood be shed, 
neither in the Holy Land nor in Ukraine, 
nor in any other place! Enough! Wars 
are always a defeat, always!"   
 

"Prayer is the meek and holy force      
to oppose the diabolical force of 

hatred, terrorism, and war."  
 

Pope Francis' request echoes the one 
issued by Cardinal Pierbattista 
Pizzaballa, the Latin Catholic patriarch 
of Jerusalem, who has urged Catholics 
to organize times of prayer with 
Eucharistic adoration and recitation of 
the rosary, asking for peace and 
reconciliation in the Holy Land, 
delivering “to God the Father our thirst 
for peace, justice, and reconciliation.”
