DAILY MEDITATION: GENESIS 2:7-9; 3:1-7
You will be like gods. (Genesis 3:5)

We know what the first sin was: Adam and Eve disobeyed God by eating the forbidden fruit. But do you know what the
first temptation was? “You will be like gods” (Genesis 3:5).
This is the temptation that has always plagued humanity. Like gods, we want to be in control. We want to decide what’s
right and wrong. We want the power, honor, and glory that belong only to the Lord.
This is the same temptation that Jesus conquered in his battle with Satan in the desert. In today’s Gospel, the devil tries

to tempt Jesus to rebel against his Father’s plan. He taunts Jesus, saying, “If you are the Son of God . . . ” (Matthew 4:3,
6). In other words, If you are really who you claim to be, don’t wait for your Father’s permission.
Go ahead and act like God!

But Jesus “did not regard equality with God something to be grasped” (Philippians 2:6). Though he was God incarnate,
he submitted to his Father’s will each and every day. Finally, he undid that first sin of Adam when he offered himself on
the cross to save us (Romans 5:12, 15).

This Lent, ask the Spirit to help you recognize where you are being tempted to rebel against God. It may be something
subtle, like persisting in a bad habit. Or it may be something more obvious, like resisting God’s will in a difficult
situation.

Don’t get discouraged if you see signs of rebellion. Instead, let the words of St. Paul in today’s second reading encourage
you: through Jesus’ death and resurrection, we have all received an “abundance of grace” (Romans 5:17). That grace can
help you overcome any temptation—including the temptation to be your own god! This Lent, just keep asking for God’s
grace, and trust that it will never run out.

“Jesus, give me the grace to submit to you in all things.”

LATIN DURING LENT

Why we are using Latin in Lent?

The Second Vatican Council expressed the hope
that the people would continue to learn the
“Ordinary” (the unchanging parts of the Mass) in
Latin, and to sing them regularly in their parishes.

What does it add to our celebration of
Mass during the
penitential seasons of Lent?

Mystery and Solemnity.

Latin adds mystery. The tones of the chant are not
overtly emotional but they seem mournful.

Using Latin, like so many of the devotions we prac-
tice during Lent (Stations of the Cross, Adoration,
and Benediction of the Holy Eucharist, and the
Rosary) reminds us of the many timeless traditions
in the Church, traditions that we shouldn't lose.

I think those traditions give us an identity.

Latin and the chant also add to the solemnity of the
season. Since these chants can be sung a Cappella,
they take the general instruction of the Roman Mis-
sal restrictions on the use of instrumental music at
Mass even further into the desert
(“RM. 313. In Lent the playing of the organ and
musical instruments is allowed only in order to
support the singing.”).

Finally, the focus must not be on suppressing other
forms of musical worship, but rather restoring chant
to its proper place within the life of the Church.

Using Latin reminds us that we are one
universal, Catholic Church.
Latin is a sign of unity just as the use of
the vernacular around the world is a sign
of diversity.

BLACK HISTORY MONTH

As we conclude Black History Month we
remember the three hundred fifty seven Black
Roman Catholics who were members of the
segregated Holy Trinity Church and who
expressed in the spring of 1923 the desire to
build their own church in Georgetown.

In the fall of 1924, the Revered Lawrence H.
Schafer, S.S.J., was assigned to Georgetown.
His presence marked the beginning of the
“Epiphany Mission™.

The church altar as it was originally built.

The members made it possible to rent the
property at 1409 28th Street. Hard work and
commitment enabled the members to
purchase two vacant lots on Dumbarton Ave-
nue (Street), which is the present Church site.

In 1925, the cornerstone was laid and the fol-
lowing year, the Archbishop of Baltimore and
Washington, Most Reverend Curley, blessed
the Epiphany Catholic Church.
Epiphany is proud of having the first Black
