DAILY MEDITATION: EXODUS 19:2-6
You shall be my special possession. (Exodus 19:5)

Even before God had said these words to Moses on Mount Sinai, the Israelites must have known how special they were
to him. Just three months earlier, God had miraculously delivered them from slavery in Egypt. And as they journeyed
through the wilderness, he had given them manna from heaven, water from a rock, and victory in battle (Exodus 16, 17).
It was abundantly clear that they were “dearer to me than all other people” (19:5).

Yet how quickly the people lost sight of this amazing truth! In a short time, they would think that the Lord had aban-
doned them and would make a golden calf to worship instead (Exodus 32). Still, despite their sin, God continued to be
with them and guide them (34:10-11). Through Christ, we, too, have become God’s special possession, and it’s abun-
dantly clear just how dear we are to him. Out of love for us, he sent his only Son to suffer and die for our sins so that we
could live with him forever. In love, he offers us himself as the Living Bread from heaven to strengthen us, along with
the grace we need to obey his commandments.

Yet like the Israclites, we may sometimes think that God has abandoned us. That’s especially true when things go awry
in our lives. But the truth is that the Lord could never forget any one of his beloved children. He has called you, the
unique, unrepeatable person he created, to be in a personal, intimate relationship with him. And just as he did with the
Israelites, he will continue to love you and forgive you even when you fail.

As you approach the altar at Mass today, remember that you are God’s special possession. He has chosen you. And when
you receive the Eucharist, tell him that you are choosing him! As you return to your pew, try to sense his delight at
spending this precious time so close to you.

But what exactly is Ordinary Time?

The term "ordinary" in Ordinary Time does not imply something mundane or unimportant. Rather, it is derived
from the Latin word "ordinalis," meaning "numbered." The Sundays and weekdays of Ordinary Time are
counted sequentially, with the first Sunday following the Feast of the Baptism of the Lord marking the begin-
ning of this season. Ordinary Time is divided into two periods, one following Christmas and Epiphany until
the beginning of Lent, and the other (much longer) beginning after Pentecost and leading up to Advent.
During Ordinary Time, the Church focuses on the life and ministry of Jesus, exploring various Gospel passag-
es that illustrate His teachings, miracles, and parables. It is a time for Catholics to delve deeper into the mes-
sage of Christ, allowing His words to shape their thoughts, actions, and relationships. This season calls for a
renewed commitment to living a Christian life, promoting virtues such as love, forgiveness, compassion, and
service to others.

While Ordinary Time lacks the distinctive customs and symbols of other liturgical seasons, it is not without its
own significance. It serves as a reminder that the call to discipleship is not confined to specific seasons or
events but is an ongoing journey that encompasses every aspect of our lives. Ordinary Time invites believers
to cultivate a consistent and vibrant faith, even in the midst of everyday routines and challenges.

The liturgical color for Ordinary Time is green, symbolizing hope, growth, and the life of the Spirit. It signifies
the constant renewal and maturation of the Church and its members as they strive to deepen their relationship
with God and become more Christ-like. Green reminds Catholics of the ever-present grace and the call to bear
fruit in their lives, just as a tree bears fruit in its season.

In conclusion, Ordinary Time is a significant period in the liturgical calendar that allows believers to reflect on
the teachings of Christ and apply them to their daily lives. It is a time of growth, renewal, and living out the
Gospel message. While it may be considered ordinary in name, its purpose is anything but, as it calls for a
wholehearted commitment to following Christ in the midst of the joys and challenges of everyday life.
