Eucharistic Adoration




DAILY MEDITATION: MARK 1:12-15
The kingdom of God is at hand. (Mark 1:15)

Can you imagine the excitement that Jesus must have generated as he began healing people, performing works
of wonder, and preaching the good news of the kingdom? Can you picture the hope and expectation evident in
the faces of the people who flocked to him? Maybe the time really had been “fulfilled.” Maybe the kingdom
really was “at hand” (Mark 1:15).

It certainly was a dramatic way for Jesus to begin his ministry. But today, on the First Sunday of Lent, the
Lord reminds us that this exciting new beginning came at the end of something not quite so exciting. Just be-
fore he burst on the scene, Jesus had endured a grueling forty-day fast and a host of demonic temptations. This
sequence of events wasn’t just a coincidence. It was that very fast that helped launch the new kingdom Jesus
was announcing. By staying faithful to his Father throughout this ordeal, Jesus began his work of disarming
the devil. As the first man who didn’t bend to temptation, he reversed the sin of Adam and opened a path for us
to follow. Beginning with his time in the wilderness, Jesus demonstrated that his kingdom was indeed at
hand—and that the devil’s reign was coming to a decisive end. As your own Lenten journey unfolds this year,
keep the story of Jesus’ temptation in the wilderness close to your heart. Especially when life gets hard or
temptations arise, remind yourself that every desert experience can result in new life as you try your best to
stay faithful to the Lord. Even if you fall, remember that you can stand up again and keep moving forward be-
cause of Jesus’ triumph over the devil. Sin no longer has the final word in your life; Jesus, your Redeemer,
does! “Jesus, I'm ready to enter the desert this Lent. I trust in your promise to walk with me and bring me into
your kingdom!”

VESPERS DURING LENT
— AN OPPORTUNITY TO DEEPEN
YOUR LENTEN PRAYER PRACTICE

There is a reason that Ash Wednesday falls on a Wednesday, rather than on a Thursday or a Monday or any
other day of the week. By starting Lent on a Wednesday, the Church is able to give us 40 full weekdays of
Lent. We remember that Our Lord fasted in the wilderness for 40 days, and thus our Lent is 40 days in length.

Lent actually lasts for 46 days, but we don’t count the Sundays as part 7 £ 24 wg&& b

of Lent. The reason for this is that no Sunday is a fasting or penitential

day. Every Sunday is a celebration of the Resurrection.

In the readings for Ash Wednesday we were reminded to “rend our o cm n
hearts and not our garments”. During Lent we are to disregard the ex-

ternals (as Jesus commands us in the Gospel on Ash Wednesday), and

instead prepare our hearts for the great Celebration of Easter. gc Spc t 5

Preparing our hearts requires us to do three things. These are the three
great pillars of our Lenten observance: Prayer, Fasting, and Almsgiv-
ing. By fasting for 40 days and 40 nights, Our Lord kept the first Lent,
and through His example He shows us how to keep Lent today.

Prayer is sometimes challenging, particularly in a busy world where there are many distractions and calls on
our time. To assist us in deepening our prayer life, Epiphany Parish is giving all parishioners and friends a spe-
cial opportunity during Lent, by offering Solemn Vespers and Benediction in the Church every Wednesday
during Lent as part of our regular Holy Hour.

Vespers is the regular Evening Prayer of the Church. It lasts for about 15-20 minutes, and consists of psalms,
readings, a hymn, the Magnificat, and prayers and responses. It is a beautiful way to end the day, and there is
great strength in the fact that millions of other Catholics are also praying the same prayers across the world at
the same time we are.

Holy Hour begins at 5:30pm every Wednesday, but you are free to arrive at any time. People arrive and leave
throughout the Hour. Vespers will begin at 6.10pm, and we provide a worship aid to enable you to fully partic-
ipate in the service. Benediction takes place just before 6:30pm.

If you wish to extend your time of devotion, you are warmly welcomed to join the recitation of the Most Holy
Rosary preceding Holy Hour. This will begin at 5:00pm.

Following the Holy Hour, Stations of the Cross will be prayed at 6:30pm.

Our Wednesday Lenten prayers and devotions are a wonderful way to strengthen the discipline of prayer dur-
ing this season of penitence. You are encouraged to make use of these opportunities to assist you in making a
Holy Lent.
