DAILY MEDITATION: LUKE 1:39-45 

Mary . . . entered the house of Zechariah. (Luke 1:39, 40) 

When you think of the Visitation of Mary, which is de-
scribed in today’s Gospel reading, you normally think she’s 

going to see Elizabeth—and she is. But Zechariah was prob-
ably there as well, even though he would have been a silent 
presence. Just think how his inability to speak might have 

heightened his perception of what was going on around him. 
While we have no record of Zechariah’s experience, we can 
imagine what this visit might have been like for him. When 
Zechariah first saw Mary, worn from the journey but alive 
with excitement and hope, perhaps his heart leaped for joy 

just as his son did. Imagine his tired face and furrowed brow 
softening into a warm smile as he welcomed their surprise 

visitor! When he heard Elizabeth call their young cousin “the 
mother of my Lord” (Luke 1:43), Zechariah could tell that 

something remarkable was going on. Any shock or doubt he 
might have felt at hearing his wife give Mary such a title 

would have dissolved as he remembered the angel’s promise 
that his son would “go before” the Lord and prepare his way 
(1:17). When Elizabeth praised Mary for believing what the 
Lord said to her (Luke 1:45), Zechariah’s own faith might 
have been buoyed up and his anticipation kindled. Any re-
gret at his own response to his heavenly messenger likely 

faded when he observed Mary’s wholehearted surrender to 
the Lord’s will. Today, just a few days before Christmas, 

place yourself in the scene of the Visitation as a silent pres-
ence like Zechariah. Take some time to slow down your 

thoughts. Imagine Mary entering your house carrying Jesus 
in her womb. How does your heart respond to the sound of 
her greeting? Do you recognize Jesus in her? Can you praise 

God for Mary’s faithful response to his word to her? 

“Lord, help me to listen to what you’re saying to me today.”

JUBILEE YEAR 2025 

The Church universal is gearing up 
for a prayerful and joyful celebration 
of the Holy Jubilee Year 2025, be-
ginning on Sunday, December 29, 
2024, until Sunday, December 28, 2025. The Holy Father, 
in his Bull of Indiction of the Jubilee Year, writes: “For 
everyone, may the Jubilee be a moment of genuine, per-
sonal encounter with the Lord Jesus, the “door” (cf. Jn 
10:7.9) of our salvation, whom the Church is charged to 
proclaim always, everywhere and to all as “our hope” (1 
Tim 1:1).” Christ is the “door”. We have entered through 
him, and we have seen the joy of being with the “door”.  

In this local church of The Roman Catholic Archdiocese 
of Washington, you are invited to enter through the 
“door”. 

To facilitate the local celebration of the Jubilee, our arch-
bishop, Wilton Cardinal Gregory, issued a decree on De-
cember 12, 2024, the Feast of Our Lady of Guadalupe, 
establishing nine parishes and one Catholic Student Center 
as Jubilee Churches throughout the archdiocese.  These 
Jubilee Churches will serve as places where the faithful can 
make a pious visit, participate in liturgical celebration and 
other events, and in doing so, fulfill some of the require-

ments for obtaining plenary indulgence.
