DAY 01 HOUSTON / BUCHAREST

Depart Houston to Bucharest.

DAY 02 BUCHAREST

Arrive in Bucharest. Meet your Tour Guide and transfer to the
hotel. Spend the rest of the day at your leisure. Dinner and over-
night.
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03 BUCHAREST

Enjoy a tour of Bucharest to include the Parliament Palace,
Union Square, University Square, and Victory Avenue. See St.
Joseph's Cathedral, the Romanian Athenaeum, and the Church
of the Stavropoleos, built in the Brancovenesc style by a Greek
Monk in 1724. Finish the day with a view of the Ceausescu
Palace. Return to the hotel for dinner and overnight.

DAY 04 TRANSYLVANIA
Depart Bucharest for Transylvania on the bus. The group will
stop in Sinaia to explore. The town, named after its 17th-century
monastery, was built by a Romanian nobleman after he returned
from a pilgrimage to Egypt's Mount Sinai. The first king of Roma-
nia built his summer residence in the town of Peles Castle, an
architectural gem nestled in the Carpathian Mountains. Stop at
the Monastery of Sinaia before getting back on the road. Stop in
Brasov for dinner and overnight.

DAY 05 TRANSYLVANIA

Visit and tour the 14th-century Gothic architecture at Bran Castle
and then to Rasnov Fortress, another well-maintained medieval
structure. Return to Brasov for dinner and overnight.

DAY 06 BRASOV / SIBIU

Depart to Sibiu: a well- preserved medieval town in the region
known as Transylvania in the heart of Romania. Visit Piata Mare
(or Large Square) and the Holy Trinity Roman Cathedral: built in
1904 with Baroque-style architecture, including beautiful marble
pillars and stained-glass windows. Stop by the Bridge of Lies, as
well as the medieval “Fortress Wall.” Dinner and overnight in
Sibiu.
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07 TIMISOARA / BELGRADE

Travel to Timisoara, otherwise known as “Little Vienna.” Visit
Union Square, Liberty Square, Umbrella Street, the Orthodox
Metropolitan Church, and Piata Victoriei. On to Belgrade for

dinner and overnight.

DAY QS BELGRADE
Tour of Belgrade to include the Church of Saint Sava, Republic
Square, Belgrade Fortress and Kalemegdan Park, and St. Mark's
Church. On to Sremski Karlovci. See the Catholic Holy Trinity
Church, have a wonderful wine-tasting, and see the Chapel of
Our Lady of Peace. Return to Belgrade for dinner and overnight.

DAY 09 BELGRADE / SARAJEVO
Depart Belgrade for Sarajevo. Tour to include a visit of Ba3carsija,

the first Ottoman bazaar, Old Town Hall, and the Latin Bridge.
Onto your hotel in Sarajevo for dinner and overnight.

\Y 10 MEDJUGORJE
Depart SaraJevo to Mostar: a city of southern Bosnia - famous
for the deconstructed Old Bridge, and Kravice Waterfalls. Onto
Medjugorje for dinner and overnight.

DAY 11 MEDJUGORJE

During our stay in peaceful Medjugorje, we will meet and share
our faith with thousands of pilgrims from all over the world. In
the morning at 10:00, you will assemble at St. James Church for
the English-language mass. Your local guide will accompany you
during the next couple of days as you follow the same path
up the Apparition Hill where the young visionaries first encoun-
tered Our Lady. Contemplate the inspired artistry of the bronze
plaques depicting each mystery of the rosary as we climb
Podbrdo Hill. Touch and pray before the cross, commemorating
the spot where Mary appeared to the visionaries. See from afar
and then climb Krizevac Mountain, where in 1933 the villagers
built a 30" high cross on the anniversary of Jesus' crucifixion.
Today, wooden crosses and bronze images line the path up
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the hill, representing the Stations of the Cross. Your guide will
arrange a meeting with one of the visionaries in their own
homes or a public place. In the evening, you can join the villagers
and pilgrims for the evening Croatian Mass and the Blessing of
the Sick. Spend time in prayer and meditation at the most peace-
ful place in the whole world, where our Blessed Mother first
appeared to the children, then return to your hotel for dinner
and overnight.

DAY 12 SPLIT

Depart Medjugorje and head for Split: the second-largest city of
Croatia, the largest city in Dalmatia, and the largest city on the
Croatian coast. Most of Split's historical and cultural monuments
can be found within the walls of 1700-year-old Roman Emperor
Diocletian’s Palace. This spectacular palace is the largest and
best-preserved Roman palace in the world, built for the Emperor
Diocletian, representing a precious example of Roman archi-
tecture. See the remains of the Roman Peristyle, the unusual
Cathedral of St. Domnius built in the Middle Ages, and the
Temple of Jupiter, with its headless black sphinx guarding the
entrance. Return to your hotel in Split for dinner and overnight.
Mass at Cathedral of St. Dominus Cathedral

DAY 13 LIJUBLJANA

Board your bus and travel to Plitvice Lakes, where you will take
the electric-boat ride and panoramic train ride to see the Great
Waterfall, the Sastavci Waterfall, and the four dark blue lakes
that include Lake Kozjak. On to Ljubljana, capital of Slovenia, for
dinner and overnight.

DAY 14 LIJUBLJANA

After breakfast, enjoy your tour of the city full of beautiful archi-

tecture and rich history starting with the Triple Bridge, dating
back to the 13th century, it stands as the oldest bridge connect-
ing the historical medieval town on the southeastern bank with

the central PreSeren Square on the northwestern bank. The cob-
blestone-paved square, named after the poet France Preseren
whose monument stands in the center, is full of music, people,
and beautiful views. The square conveniently lies right in front
of the Franciscan Church of the Annunciation, which is impos-
sible to miss. The salmon-pink church has many unique designs,
from its painted ceilings and walls to the main altar that lies next
to the glass-fronted coffin that holds the remains of St. Deoda-
tus. You will also get to visit the 900-year-old Ljubljana Castle,
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standing on a hill above the city, offering some of the most
breathtaking views of the city and the surrounding area, as well
as the Town Hall that reflects Venetian architectural influences
incorporated into the Baroque renovation done in 1719. In the
halls’ courtyard stands The Robba Fountain, better known as the
Fountain of the Three Carniolan Rivers, symbolizing the three
rivers: Sava, Krka, Ljubljana, and it is characterized by the figures
of the three sturdy, lively tritons with oval jugs in their hands and
dolphins at their feet. Finally, is the Cathedral of St. Nicholas.
Originally occupied by the Roman Church, still standing after
several fires, alterations, and additions, dating as far back as
1262. The cathedral matches the baroque style of the city. After
ass the sightseeing, your guide will take you back to your hotel
for dinner and overnight.

DAY 15 BLED

Depart for Postojna, home of the largest caves in Europe. Then,
onto Bled, an Alpine Lake surrounded by high peaks, Bled was
discovered by travelers in the middle of the 19th century. Since
then, the small town of beautiful villas and hotels, and restau-
rants has developed around the lake, turning Bled into a lively
all-seasons resort. We visit Vintgar Gorge (Slovene: soteska Vint-
gar) or Bled Gorge (Blejski Vintgar) is a 1.6-kilometer (0.99 mi)
gorge in northwestern Slovenia. Carved by the Radovna River, it
is the continuation of the Radovna Valley. The sheer canyon walls
are 50 to 100 meters (160 to 330 ft) high, with a total slope meas-
uring about 250 m (820 ft). The stream has created many erosive
features, such as pools and rapids, and terminates in the pictur-
esque 13 m (43 ft) Sum Falls (literally, 'noisy falls"), the largest
river waterfall in Slovenia. Head to your hotel for dinner and
overnight in Slovenia.
