 Your child must have completed 2 years of our Faith Formation

classes and must attend Sunday Mass.

Teens preparing for Confirmation must complete a two (2) year pro-
gram, which includes classes, retreats, service projects, and spiritual
preparation. The program aims to help teens fully understand the
sacrament of its significance in their faith.
 Bring an updated copy of child’s baptism and first communion

certificates
 At least one (1) year of regular attendance to our Faith For-

mation class is required prior to acceptance into Confirmation
preparation classes.

 In order to be prepared for the Sacrament of Confirmation, the
teen has to be registered and participate in Faith Formation
Classes as well as Confirmation Preparation classes and must
attend Sunday Mass.

 If the teen attends a Catholic High School, the teen will need to
register for Confirmation Preparation classes.

 Confirmation Preparation classes are held once a month.
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Do you wish to dive more fully into the readings of the Sunday Mass 
and have a greater appreciation of the Scriptures? Learn from Dr. 
Brant Pitre, one of the leading Catholic Scripture scholars, every
