Our dress code for God should always be
appropriate and modest. It does not always have to be elegant.
Casual dress that is modest is acceptable. Beach dress is not.
Especially that means no short shorts, no tank tops, and no
low-cut tops. Sometimes our young people, influenced by the
fashions of society, do not realize that some attire is not appropriate
for church. It is the responsibility of parents to educate them.
Proper dress is evidence of our belief and reverence for our Lord’s
Presence in the Eucharist and respect for the assembly who gathers
with us to pray.
