Procedures for Lectors
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1 
When you arrive for Mass, check to make sure that the Lectionary 
      is in place on the ambo and open to the correct readings.






If there is no deacon,


review the Prayers of the Faithful.   
2 
Make your way to the entrance of the church to wait for the

priest/deacons/altar servers for the entrance procession.  

(Do not wait in the sacristy as it tends to get too crowded.) 
3 
When the entrance procession begins,



process five pews behind the altar servers. 
4 
Arriving at the sanctuary,



reverence the tabernacle/altar with a bow (along with priest); 



then, return to your seat in the assembly.
5 
When everyone sits after the Opening Prayer,



Immediately process forward


stopping at the center of the altar to make a profound bow.

6 
First Reading

Remember to proclaim the scriptures with energy and emotion.  
Speak clearly. Don't be in a rush.  Proclaim the readings.  Tell the story.    
7 
Take a seat behind the ambo for the proclamation of the responsorial psalm by the
      cantor.  When cantor is back to their seat, approach the Ambo for the Second 
      Reading.




If there is not a cantor, you will proclaim the responsorial psalm
                                             From the Ambo.

Second Reading

9 
After the second reading, close the lectionary 



and place it on the lower shelf of the Ambo.  


Before leaving the sanctuary, stop and reverence the altar with a profound bow. 






If there is no Deacon: leave the lectionary open for the priest 






to use in the proclamation of the Gospel. 



 


Remain in the sanctuary (sit on pew/chair behind Ambo)

through the proclamation of the Gospel, Homily & Creed. 

As the creed concludes, “I believe in the Holy Spirit, The Lord, the giver of life, …", return to the ambo for the Prayer of the Faithful. 
Begin the petitions after the priest does the introduction.
(During the introduction and closing prayers of the Prayer of the Faithful, you should turn and face the priest.) 

After the Prayers of the Faithful, leave the sanctuary, reverence the altar,  and return to your seat in the church. 
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At the conclusion of the mass,



do not process out with the other ministers.



You come to proclaim the Word of God.



At the conclusion of the mass,



that Word, is carried out



by each and every member of the assembly

thanks to your ministry.
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
