Jesus and the Woman at the Well 
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Dear St. Raphael Parishioners, 
 

       Mass AƩendance   Mass aƩendance has risen a bit since the start of 
Lent, which is a welcome development.  With a fairly large church capacity 
compared to our numbers, we have not been reaching our 25% limit at 
Masses.  If the numbers conƟnue to rise and we get closer to capacity, I will 
consider bringing back the 11 AM Sunday Mass.  As usual, the limiƟng factor 
is the volunteers we need for ushering and saniƟzing. 
 

Vaccines   A number of you have received the Covid vaccinaƟons now available, mostly 
to senior ciƟzens.  This is a good Ɵme to review the ethical quesƟons concerning the vaccines, 
and what the US Bishops have advised about them.  I have no parƟcular experƟse on biomedical 
quesƟons.  Deacon Greg Webster may be able to answer more detailed quesƟons if you have 
them.   

 
There have been two different versions of vaccine in general use so far.  A third version 

has just been announced and should be available soon.  My understanding is that none of these 
three versions were developed with direct use of cultures from aborted fetal Ɵssue.  We would 
rightly object to a vaccine that made use of such cell cultures.  I am told there is one known 
vaccine of this kind available, but it is not in general use in the United States. 

 
But there are sƟll moral concerns involved when we are told that a vaccine has been 

tested but not developed on cell cultures from fetal remains.  In this case, the researchers made 
a decision that involves morally objecƟonable pracƟces.  I do not know all the details involved in 
the process, so I rely on the informaƟon provided by the USCCB or other trusted sources.  It 
seems to me that in this case, the vaccine in quesƟon may not have required the morally 
quesƟonable tesƟng.  We can imagine the exact same vaccine formulaƟon exisƟng if the 
researchers had subsƟtuted other tests that were morally acceptable.  I personally would not 
refuse such a vaccine, although I would express my objecƟon to the tesƟng in quesƟon.  I 
understand that another person might object to any use of fetal cells in the enƟre process, in 
which case they might refuse this vaccine.  If I had a choice between this vaccine and Vaccine B 
that had no involvement of fetal Ɵssue at any point, I would choose Vaccine B.  Furthermore, if 
we were discussing some medical product of less importance, or a cosmeƟc or convenience 
product, we would do well to avoid any involvement with fetal cell usage.
