November 23, Christ the King

"Wherefore, let every creature in heaven and on earth and in the sea and in the depths
give praise, glory, honor, and blessing to Him who suffered so much, who has be-
stowed and will bestow every good, for He is our Power and Strength, who alone is
good, who alone is Almighty, who alone is Omnipotent, Wonderful, Glorious, and
who alone is holy, worthy of praise and blessing through endless ages.

But we miserable and sinful men are not worthy to mention Your Name; nevertheless,
we beseech You, Lord Jesus Christ, that You would deign to have mercy upon us
through Your great mercy, for You are our Savior and our King. For Your sake we
have left all things and become poor. Be merciful to us, for we are nothing but sinful
men and unworthy to serve You. We pray that You, Lord Jesus Christ, Son of the liv-
ing God, deign to enlighten us by Your grace, and to deliver us from every evil, and to
lead us to the kingdom of Your glory, where we shall see You face to face and be
saved.

We pray, therefore, all our brothers who are, who will be, and who shall be, to serve,
love, and adore the Lord God with pure heart and mind, with humility and charity,
with a sincere heart and pure conscience. Let us always make a dwelling and an abode
for Him who is the Lord God Almighty, Father, Son, and Holy Spirit. And let us adore
Him with perfect heart and mind, because He Himself, seeking nothing for Himself,
has given Himself wholly to us, setting before us as an example and model His be-
loved Son, who is the splendor of His glory and the image of His substance. He has
humbled Himself, becoming obedient even unto death. Therefore, He is our Lord and
King; He is our Shepherd, He is our Brother, He is our Redeemer. In order that we
may follow His footprints faithfully, we should deny ourselves and take up our cross,
bearing hardships of body or of soul for love of Him.

Let us never desire to be above others, but rather let us be servants and subject to
every human creature for God’s sake. Whosoever will be the greater among us, let
him be our minister and servant. Let no one be called prior, but let all, in general, be
called lesser brothers. Let the one who washes the feet of the others be the greater
among them. Let all the brothers strive to follow the humility and poverty of our Lord
Jesus Christ, and let them remember that they must possess nothing of their own,
neither house nor place nor anything. As pilgrims and strangers in this world, serving
the Lord in poverty and humility, let them go confidently after alms. For the Lord
made Himself poor in this world for us. This is the excellence of the most high pov-
erty which made us heirs and kings of the kingdom of heaven, poor in earthly things
yet exalted in virtue. Our poverty has become for us an inheritance, given to us by
Christ our Lord, and it leads us to the land of the living." -St. Francis
