November 9, The Dedication to the Lateran Basilica

In the fourth century of our era, the cessation of persecution seemed to give the world a
foretaste of its future entrance into eternal peace. “Glory to the Almighty! Glory to the
Redeemer of our souls!” wrote Eusebius at the opening of the tenth and last book of his
History. Himself a witness of the triumph, he describes the admirable spectacle every-
where displayed by the dedication of the new sanctuaries. "In city after city the Bishops
assembled, and crowds flocked together. "From nation to nation, the goodwill of mutual
charity, of common faith, and of recollected joy, so harmonized all hearts that the unity
of Christ’s body was clearly manifested in these multitudes animated by the same inspi-
ration of the Holy Ghost. "It was the fulfillment of the ancient prophecies: the living city
of the living God, where all, whatever their age or sex, praise together the Author of all
good things." How solemn were then the rites of the Church! The complete perfection
therein displayed by the Pontiffs, the enthusiasm of the psalmody, the inspired readings,
the celebration of the ineffable Mysteries, formed a divine pageantry! Constantine had
placed the imperial treasure at the disposal of the Bishops; and he himself stimulated
their zeal for what he called in his edicts the work of the churches. Rome, the place of
his victory by the Cross, the capital of the now Christian world, was the first to benefit
by the Prince’s munificence. In a series of dedications to the glory of the holy Apostles
and Martyrs, Sylvester, the Pontiff of peace, took possession of the eternal city in the
name of the true God. Today is the birthday of the mother and mistress of churches,
called “of our Savior, Aula Dei, the golden Basilica;” it is a new Sinai, whence the apos-
tolic oracles and so many Councils have made known to the world the law of salvation.
No wonder this feat is celebrated by the whole world. Although the Popes for centuries
have ceased to dwell in the Lateran palace, the Basilica still holds the first rank. It is as
true now as it was in the time of Saint Peter Damian, to say that “as our Savior is the
Head of the elect, so the church which bears his name is the head of all churches; those
of Saint Peter and Saint Paul, on its right and left, are the two arms which this sovereign
and universal church embraces the whole earth, saving all those who desire salvation,
cherishing and protecting them in its maternal bosom.”... It is still at the Lateran Basilica|
that the Roman Pontiffs take official possession of their See. ... For although from apos-
tolic times churches were dedicated to God, and called by some oratories, by others
churches; and in them the Christian people assembled on the first day of the week, and
were wont there to pray, to hear the word of God, and to receive the Holy Eucharist; yet
hitherto they were never so solemnly consecrated, nor was an altar erected in them,
anointed with chrism, to represent and signify our Lord Jesus Christ, who is our altar,
our victim, and our priest. But when the emperor Constantine had received health of
body and soul by the Sacrament of Baptism, he promulgated a law to the whole world,
allowing the Christians to build churches; and he encouraged them in this work by his
own example as well as by this edict. Thus, in his Lateran palace he dedicated a church
to our Savior; and founded the adjoining baptistery in honor of Saint John the Baptist, o
the very spot where he himself had been baptized by Saint Sylvester and cleansed from
his leprosy. The Pontiff consecrated it on the fifth of the Ides of November; and we
celebrate the memory thereof on this same day, whereon for the first time a church was
publicly dedicated in Rome, and there appeared before the eyes of the Roman people an
image of our Savior depicted on the wall. Although later on, when consecrating the altar
of the Prince of the Apostles, blessed Sylvester decreed that thenceforward all altars
should be built of stone; yet the altar of the Lateran Basilica was of wood. This however
is not surprising. For, from the time of Saint Peter down to Sylvester, persecution pre-
vented the Pontiffs from having any fixed abode; so that they offered the holy Sacrifice
either in crypts of cemeteries, or in the houses of the faithful, as necessity compelled
them, upon the said wooden altar, which was hollow like a chest. When peace was grant]
ed to the Church, Sylvester placed this altar in the first church, the Lateran; and in honor
of the Prince of the Apostles, who is said to have offered the holy Sacrifice upon it, and
of the other Pontiffs who had used it up to that time, he decreed that no one should cele-
brate Mass upon it except the Roman Pontiff. (The Liturgical Year, Dom Prosper Gué-

Noviembre 9, Dedication De La Basilica De Letran

En el siglo IV de nuestra era, el cese de la persecucion parecio dar al mundo un anticipo d¢
su futura entrada en la paz eterna. «jGloria al Todopoderoso! jGloria al Redentor de nues-
tras almas!», escribio Eusebio al comienzo del décimo y tltimo libro de su Historia. El
mismo testigo del triunfo, describe el admirable espectaculo que se ofrecia en todas partes
con la dedicacion de los nuevos santuarios. «En una ciudad tras otra se reunian los obispos
y se congregaban las multitudes. De nacion en nacidn, la buena voluntad de la caridad
mutua, de la fe comun y de la alegria recogida armonizaba tanto todos los corazones que laj
unidad del cuerpo de Cristo se manifestaba claramente en estas multitudes animadas por la
misma inspiracion del Espiritu Santo. Era el cumplimiento de las antiguas profecias: la
ciudad viva del Dios vivo, donde todos, sin distincion de edad o sexo, alaban juntos al
Autor de todas las cosas buenas». Cuan solemnes eran entonces los ritos de la Iglesia! La
perfeccion completa mostrada por los pontifices, el entusiasmo de la salmodia, las lecturas
inspiradas, la celebracion de los misterios inefables, formaban un espectaculo divino.
Constantino habia puesto el tesoro imperial a disposicion de los obispos y ¢l mismo es-
timulaba su celo por lo que llamaba en sus edictos la obra de las iglesias. Roma, lugar de
su victoria por la Cruz, capital del mundo ahora cristiano, fue la primera en beneficiarse de]
la munificencia del Principe. En una serie de dedicatorias a la gloria de los santos
apostoles y martires, Silvestre, el pontifice de la paz, tomo posesion de la ciudad eterna en
nombre del Dios verdadero. Hoy es el cumpleafios de la madre y sefiora de las iglesias,
llamada «de nuestro Salvador, Aula Dei, la basilica dorada»; es un nuevo Sinai, desde
donde los oraculos apostdlicos y tantos concilios han dado a conocer al mundo la ley de la
salvacion. No es de extrailar que toda la humanidad celebre esta hazaia. Aunque los papas
han dejado de residir en el palacio de Letran desde hace siglos, la basilica sigue ocupando
el primer lugar. Es tan cierto ahora como lo era en la época de San Pedro Damian decir
que «asi como nuestro Salvador es la Cabeza de los elegidos, la iglesia que lleva su nom-
bre es la cabeza de todas las iglesias; las de San Pedro y San Pablo, a su derecha e
izquierda, son los dos brazos con los que esta iglesia soberana y universal abraza toda la
tierra, salvando a todos los que desean la salvacion, acogiéndolos y protegiéndolos en su
seno maternaly... Sigue siendo en la basilica de Letran donde los pontifices romanos to-
man posesion oficial de su sede.... Porque, aunque desde los tiempos apostolicos las iglesi-
as estaban dedicadas a Dios y algunas las llamaban oratorios y otras iglesias, y en ellas el
pueblo cristiano se reunia el primer dia de la semana y solia rezar, escuchar la palabra de
Dios y recibir la Sagrada Eucaristia, hasta entonces nunca habian sido consagradas tan
solemnemente, ni se habia erigido en ellas un altar, ungido con crisma, para representar y
significar a nuestro Sefor Jesucristo, que es nuestro altar, nuestra victima y nuestro sacer-
dote. Pero cuando el emperador Constantino recibi6 la salud del cuerpo y del alma por el
sacramento del bautismo, promulgé una ley para todo el mundo, permitiendo a los cris-
tianos construir iglesias; y los animo en esta labor con su propio ejemplo, asi como con
este edicto. Asi, en su palacio de Letran dedicé una iglesia a nuestro Salvador y fundo el
baptisterio contiguo en honor a San Juan Bautista, en el mismo lugar donde é1 mismo
habia sido bautizado por San Silvestre y purificado de su lepra. El pontifice la consagro el
quinto dia de los idus de noviembre, y celebramos su memoria en este mismo dia, en el
que por primera vez se consagrd publicamente una iglesia en Roma y aparecio ante los
ojos del pueblo romano una imagen de nuestro Salvador representada en la pared. Aunque
mas tarde, al consagrar el altar del Principe de los Apostoles, el beato Silvestre decretd que
a partir de entonces todos los altares debian construirse en piedra, el altar de la basilica de
Letran era de madera. Sin embargo, esto no es sorprendente. Porque, desde la época de
San Pedro hasta Silvestre, la persecucion impidi6 a los pontifices tener una residencia fija,
de modo que ofrecian el santo sacrificio en las criptas de los cementerios o en las casas de
los fieles, segun les obligaba la necesidad, sobre el mencionado altar de madera, que era
hueco como un cofre. Cuando se concedio la paz a la Iglesia, Silvestre coloco este altar en
la primera iglesia, la de Letran; y en honor al Principe de los Apdstoles, que se dice que
oftrecio el santo sacrificio sobre €1, y a los demas pontifices que lo habian utilizado hasta
entonces, decretd que nadie celebrara la misa sobre ¢l excepto el pontifice romano. (El
