October 12, 28th Sunday in Ordinary Time

"The ten lepers met by Jesus when going to Jerusalem lifted up their
voice, saying: Jesus, Master, have mercy on us. Whom, when He saw,
He said: Go, show yourselves to the priests.- And it came to pass, as
they went, they were made clean . Considering this fact, we ask: Why
did the Lord send them to the priests, that they might be cleansed as
they went? Lepers were the only class among those whose bodies were
cured by Jesus, who were sent by Him to the priests...Lepers, we may
not absurdly suppose, are the types of those who have not the
knowledge of the true faith, but show forth various teachings of error.
They do not hide their ignorance, but make use of all the wit they have
to manifest and proclaim it in high-sounding words. There is no false
doctrine, but has some truth mixed with it. A man’s discourse with
some truths in it mingled with errors, and all confounded in one mass,
is like to the body of one stricken with leprosy, whereon various foul
colours appear in different places along with the true colour of the
skin...As to the priests, to whom the ten lepers were sent, it is known to
every good Christian that they were a figure or type of the kingly
priesthood that is, the Church, by whom the faithful, belonging to the
body of Christ, are consecrated, He being the true High Priest... There
is no doubt that the diseases of our soul and the defects of our mind
and senses are cured and corrected in our conscience by Jesus Himself.
However, when our ignorance is to be enlightened by words suit able
to our needs; when we are to receive the Sacraments, then we must
have recourse to the ministers appointed by our Lord. These ministers
are to pronounce on the colour of the leprosy, so as not to confound it
with the true and sincere doctrine manifested by the good works
brought forth...It does not follow from this that Jesus could not do all
that by Himself, for who else does all these things in His Church? But
if He wishes us to consult His ministers, and thus to be made sure of
the doctrine and faith we profess, it is to unite all the members of His
Church into one and the same society or fold, with the one and same
doctrine, and thus to preserve the unity and soundness of colour that is,
of faith, the one sure mark of the Church." -St. Augustine

Octubre 12, 28° Domingo del Tiempo Ordinario

"Los diez leprosos que Jests encontrd cuando se dirigia a Jerusalén alzaron
la voz y dijeron: «Jesus, Maestro, ten piedad de nosotros». Cuando los vio,
les dijo: «Id, mostraos a los sacerdotes». Y sucedioé que, mientras iban,
quedaron limpios. Teniendo en cuenta este hecho, nos preguntamos: ;por
qué el Sefior los envio a los sacerdotes, para que fueran purificados mien-
tras iban? Los leprosos eran la Unica clase entre aquellos cuyos cuerpos
fueron curados por Jesus, que fueron enviados por El a los sacerdotes... Los
leprosos, no debemos suponer absurdamente, son el tipo de personas que no
tienen el conocimiento de la verdadera fe, sino que proclaman diversas
ensefanzas erroneas. No ocultan su ignorancia, sino que hacen uso de todo
su ingenio para manifestarla y proclamarla con palabras altisonantes. No
hay doctrina falsa que no tenga algo de verdad mezclado con ella. El dis-
curso de un hombre con algunas verdades mezcladas con errores, y todo
confundido en una masa, es como el cuerpo de un leproso, en el que apare-
cen diversos colores repugnantes en diferentes lugares junto con el verdade-|
ro color de la piel... En cuanto a los sacerdotes, a quienes fueron enviados
los diez leprosos, todo buen cristiano sabe que eran una figura o tipo del
sacerdocio real, es decir, la Iglesia, por quien los fieles, pertenecientes al
cuerpo de Cristo, son consagrados, siendo El el verdadero Sumo Sacer-
dote... No hay duda de que las enfermedades de nuestra alma y los defectos
de nuestra mente y nuestros sentidos son curados y corregidos en nuestra
conciencia por el mismo Jesus. Sin embargo, cuando nuestra ignorancia
debe ser iluminada por palabras adecuadas a nuestras necesidades, cuando
debemos recibir los sacramentos, entonces debemos recurrir a los ministros
designados por nuestro Sefor. Estos ministros deben pronunciarse sobre el
color de la lepra, para no confundirla con la doctrina verdadera y sincera
manifestada por las buenas obras realizadas... De esto no se deduce que
Jeslis no pudiera hacer todo eso por si mismo, pues ;quién mas hace todas
estas cosas en su Iglesia? Pero si El desea que consultemos a Sus ministros,
y asi nos aseguremos de la doctrina y la fe que profesamos, es para unir a
todos los miembros de Su Iglesia en una misma sociedad o rebafio, con una
misma doctrina, y asi preservar la unidad y la solidez del color, es decir, de
la fe, la inica marca segura de la Iglesia." - San Agustin
