Divine Mercy Promises of the Lord

Our Lord made known through Saint Faustina, a nun whom He chose as His Secretary of Divine Mercy, several astonishing promises to all who venerate His Divine Mercy. “Write this,” Jesus tells her “before I come as the Just Judge, I am coming as the King of Mercy.”  (p. 83).  Obedient to her confessor’s request that she underline in her diary everything that comes from God, we learn of these promises from the Lord:

For those who spread worship of His mercy, He tells St. Faustina:
· “My daughter, write down these words:  All the souls who will glorify My mercy and spread its worship, encouraging others to trust in My mercy, will not experience terror at the hour of death.  My mercy will shield them from the final battle…” (para. 1540)

For the dying, He tells St. Faustina:
· “Write that when they say this chaplet in the presence of the dying, I will stand between my Father and the dying person, not as just judge but as the Merciful Savior. “ (1541); 
· “At the hour of their death, I defend as My own Glory every soul that will say this chaplet; or when others say it for a dying person, the pardon is the same. When this chaplet is said by the bedside of a dying person, God’s anger is placated, unfathomable mercy envelops the soul, and the very depths of My tender mercy are moved for the sake of the sorrowful Passion of My Son” (811); and,
· “Whoever will recite (the chaplet) will receive great mercy at the hour of death… Even if there were a sinner most hardened, if he were to recite this chaplet only once, he would receive grace from my infinite mercy.” (687)

For sinful souls, He tells St. Faustina:
·  “My daughter, write about my mercy towards tormented souls.  Souls that make an appeal to My mercy delight Me.  To such souls I grant even more graces than they ask.  I cannot punish even the greatest sinner if he make an appeal to My compassion, but on the contrary, I justify him in my unfathomable and inscrutable mercy.” (1146)
· “When hardened sinners say it (the Chaplet), I will fill their souls with peace, and the hour of their death will be a happy one.” (1541)

For special intentions, He tells St. Faustina:
· “My daughter, encourage souls to say the chaplet which I have given you.  It pleases Me to grant everything they ask of Me by saying this chaplet.“ (1541);  and, 
· Per Saint Faustina:  “… The Lord let me know that everything can be obtained by means of this prayer.” (1128).

For mankind, He tells St. Faustina:
