General Points regarding the Veneration of Relics:

1. “The various forms of popular veneration of the relics of the Saints, such as kissing, decorations with lights and flowers, bearing them in processions,…should be conducted with great dignity and motivated by faith.” (Directory on Popular Piety, 237). 
1. While veneration of the relics and private devotion may be encouraged, the relics themselves are not to be exposed on the mensa of the altar, “since this is reserved for the Body and Blood of the King of Martyrs” (Directory on Popular Piety, 237).
1. The relics should, however, be placed in a place where the faithful can venerate them. A table, covered with a cloth, is often a proper option. 
1. Each of the relics provides an opportunity to encourage private devotion and prayer for the intercession of Blessed Carlo Actutis and St. Manuel González Garcia.
1. The life and witness of them both could be the subject of preaching while the relics are in your care. 
1. If possible, it could be of benefit to the faithful, to have a time outside the scheduled Mass time of the parish, when the parish is open to allow for veneration of the relics. Ideally that scheduled time would be announced at parish Masses and shared via the usual communication methods of your parish. 
1. There is a pious custom of touching objects to the relic. When this is done in faith and out of devotion, this is a laudable practice. You have been sent prayer cards. Those prayer cards, or any object, that touches the relics become third class relics. 
1. Those prayer cards could be set on a table near the relic or near the entrance to the parish so that the faithful can have access to them. 
1. The relics cannot be left alone. They must always be accompanied by a priest, deacon, religious, or lay faithful. This could provide a wonderful opportunity to connect with other local parishes to see if they have parishioners who might be interested in assisting in this way. 
1. When the relic is out for public veneration, soft, appropriate background music may be played. 

Regarding the relic of Blessed Carlo Acutis:

1. Because Blessed Carlo Acutis has not yet been canonized and because the relic is not a “major relic” the celebration of a Votive Mass or Office in his honor is not permitted. Also, it is not permitted to invoke him in the Eucharistic Prayer o in a public recitation of the Litany of the Saints. 

Regarding the relic of Saint Manuel González Garcia:

1. While St. Manuel González Garcia’s relic is not a “major relic”, when permitted by the liturgical calendar, a Votive Mass or Office in his honor may be celebrated.
