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ORDER OF THE ANOINTING OF THE SICK AND OF THEIR PASTORAL CARE - On January 23, 2025 the USCCB
decreed that the Order of the Anointing of the Sick and of their Pastoral Care and the Spanish Ritual de la
Uncién de los enfermos y de su atencidn pastoral will be implemented according to the following timeline:
The new Anointing rites may be used beginning on February 11, 2026 (the memorial of Our Lady of
Lourdes and annual World Day of the Sick), The use of the new ritual is mandatory as of Easter Sunday,
April 5, 2026. Both texts will replace the current Anointing rituals in use since the early 1980s, Pastoral
Care of the Sick: Rites of Anointing and Viaticum and its Spanish counterpart, Cuidado pastoral de los
enfermos: Ritos de la Uncidn y del Viatico.

The Order of the Anointing of the Sick restores the typical edition’s arrangement and includes fewer
options. This book is intended only for use by priests and deacons. A separate resource will be developed
to ensure that lay ministers continue to have access to those texts which they use in ministry to the sick
and homebound.

These books are currently available for order from all the major liturgical publishers.
