We have become accustomed to seeing pictures in the media and stories on the news about immigrants from Latin
America and refugees from Syria fleeing violence and destruction in their own countries, trying to make their way to
a safe place. We have also seen the reactions of people who want to keep them away from their countries, who fail to
welcome the stranger and the helpless children. Have we forgotten Jesus’ call to comfort the homeless and the
stranger? “They shall bring all your brothers and sisters from all the nations . . . to Jerusalem, my holy mountain,

says the LOrRD.” In the three readings for this day, we are told that we are to welcome these strangers, to welcome the
discipline of the Lord, which leads to peace, and to “strive to enter through the narrow gate” into the glory of God’s
own homeland, the reign of God.

When we are
young God wants our parents to make
sure we behave well. When we don't
behave He wants them to discipline
us so that we will learn to be good.

Our parents don't punish us just because they are angry at
us; they do it because they really love us and want us to
learn to be better. Saint Paul says that the Lord disciplines
the people that He loves.

Being punished is a painful thing, but we
will be happy once we have learned our
lesson and become a better person. Saint
Paul says, "make a straight path for your
feet, so that what is lame may not be put out
of joint but rather be healed." He means that
when you are punished, you should stop doing the wrong
thing so that you won't be hurt worse from the punishment,
but will get better instead. So the next time you are
disciplined or punished, remember that God is allowing it
to help you become a better person. If you can, even thank
God for giving you the chance UMK
to make up for your sin and MAYBE 1'0
learn a good lesson!
