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PENSAMIENTOS DEL PADRE TOM… 
Cuando se fundaron las parroquias de St. Mary en Anderson 
y Alexandria a mediados del siglo XIX, la mayoría de sus 
miembros eran de ascendencia irlandesa y alemana. 
 

Aproximadamente cien años después, se fundó St. Ambrose, 
y muchos miembros de la nueva parroquia eran de 
ascendencia polaca. 
 

A partir de la década de 1990, la población hispana en 
Anderson, y por lo tanto la comunidad católica en Anderson, 
ha crecido significativamente. La mayoría de los hispanos en 
Anderson tienen sus orígenes en México, pero algunos 
provienen de Perú, Guatemala, Puerto Rico, República 
Dominicana, Venezuela, España, Cuba, Argentina, Ecuador 
y El Salvador. También tenemos feligreses de origen 
brasileño. (Son latinos, mas no hispanos). 
 

Nuestra parroquia también cuenta con un pequeño pero fiel y 
visible grupo de vietnamitas-americanos. China y otros 
países asiáticos, así como Filipinas, también están 
representados. Y conozco al menos a un feligrés del 
continente africano. 
 

¿Por qué comparto esta descripción demográfica 
de nuestra parroquia? Porque estoy pensando en 
COMIDA. 
 

El miércoles 18 de marzo por la noche, 
celebraremos la vigilia de la Fiesta de San 
José. (El día de la fiesta es el jueves 19 de 
marzo). Próximamente daremos más detalles, 
pero la celebración consistirá en un servicio de 
oración vespertino (no misa), seguido, por 
supuesto, de COMIDA. 
 

Aunque no tenemos un gran número de 
italoamericanos en nuestra parroquia, 
adoptaremos y adaptaremos la tradición italiana 

de la "Mesa de San José", con las comidas tradicionales 
italianas asociadas a la fiesta. Pero esta será una Mesa de San 
José intercultural, que nos brindará la oportunidad de 
compartir nuestro propio orgullo étnico y apreciar el de los 
demás. Aún más importante, esto nos permitirá tener una 
visión más amplia de la Iglesia, el Cuerpo de Cristo. 
 

Imagino mesas repletas de comidas tradicionales de todos los 
países que mencioné anteriormente, y más. No esperamos 
que ningún grupo proporcione toda la comida ni siquiera la 
mayor parte. Cada familia puede traer suficiente para sí 
misma y para 6 a 10 personas más. Los que no cocinan en la 
parroquia serán bienvenidos, por supuesto. ¡Tengo la 
sensación de que habrá comida más que suficiente para 

todos!  
 

Empiecen a pensar en un plato que puedan 
preparar: algo típico de su cultura que se 
pueda servir en porciones pequeñas para 
compartir. (Y sí, la comida estadounidense 
también es parte de la tradición culinaria). 
 

Manténganse atentos para más detalles y 
anoten la noche del 18 de marzo en sus 
calendarios.

OFF THE TOP OF MY HEAD…  
When St. Mary’s parishes in Anderson and Alexandria 
were founded around the middle of the 19th century, 
most of their members were of Irish and German 
descent.   
 

About a hundred years later, St. Ambrose was founded, 
and many members of the new parish were of Polish 
descent.  
 

Beginning in the 1990’s, the Hispanic population in 
Anderson, and thus the Catholic community in 
Anderson, has grown significantly. Most Hispanics in 
Anderson trace their origin to Mexico, but some to 
Peru, Guatemala, Puerto Rico, the Dominican Republic, 
Venezuela, Spain, Cuba, Argentina, Ecuador, and El 
Salvador. We have parishioners of Brazilian origin. 
(They are Latino, but not Hispanic.)   
 

Our pastorate is also home to a small but faithful and 
visible number of Vietnamese-Americans. China and 
other Asian countries, and the Philippines, are also 
represented. And I know of at least one parishioner 
from the continent of Africa.  
 

Why am I sharing this demographic description 
of our Pastorate? Because I’m thinking of 
FOOD.  
 

On Wednesday evening, March 18, we will 
celebrate the vigil of the Feast of St. Joseph. 
(The actual feast day falls on Thursday, March 
19.) More details will follow, but the celebration 
will consist of an evening prayer service (not 
Mass), followed, of course, by FOOD.  
 

Although we don’t have large numbers of Italian
-Americans in our Pastorate, we will be adopting 
and adapting the Italian tradition of “St. Joseph’s 
Table,” with the traditional Italian foods associated with 
the feast day. But this will be an intercultural St. 
Joseph’s Table, giving us the opportunity to share our 
own ethnic pride and to appreciate that of others. Even 
more importantly, this will afford us a broader view of 
the Church, the Body of Christ.  
 

I’m envisioning tables stocked with traditional foods 
from all the countries I mentioned above, and more. We 
don’t expect any group to supply all the food or even a 
majority of it. Each family can bring enough for 
themselves and 6-10 other people. The non-cooks in the 
Pastorate will be most welcome, of course. I have a 
feeling there will be more than enough 
food for everyone! 
 

Start thinking about a dish you could 
provide - something from your 
heritage that can be served in small 
portions to enable sharing. (And yes, 
American food is “heritage food.”)  
 

Stay tuned for details, and mark the 
evening of March 18 on your 
calendar.

Esto significa que recogemos
los productos que Aldi dona a nuestra despensa. En
esos seis meses, hemos recogido 18,236 libras de ali-
mentos. No es un error tipográfico. ¡Me quedé asom-
brada! Cada uno de esos productos tiene que ser
manejado cinco veces antes de llegar al punto de dis-
tribución: primero se colocan en los carritos de la
tienda, luego se cargan en el coche, o camioneta,
después se llevan a nuestra oficina para pesarlos, se
pesan y se registran, y finalmente se almacenan en
congeladores, refrigeradores o estanterías. Solo en-
tonces están listos para ser distribuidos. Hacemos es-
to dos veces por semana, todas las semanas.
Necesito urgentemente más voluntarios que
puedan recoger alimentos en Aldi. Esta colabora-

ción ha sido fundamental pa-
ra nuestra despensa. Nos pro-
porciona más opciones sa-
ludables de las que
tendríamos normalmente, una
mayor variedad de alimentos,
¡y gran parte de ellos gratis!
Es una bendición maravil-
losa, pero también un trabajo
muy duro.
Aunque una sola persona po-
dría hacerlo, sería mucho
mejor contar con un equipo

de dos. Lo ideal sería tener suficientes equipos para
que solo tuvieran que ir a recoger los pedidos una vez
al mes, a menos que, por supuesto, ¡le encante ir a
recoger la compra! En ese caso, ¡tengo el trabajo per-
fecto para usted! Espero que considere si puede
ayudarnos con esto. Si no conseguimos más volun-
tarios, no estoy seguro de que podamos mantener esta
colaboración con Aldi.

We have been a pick-up partner for Aldi for six
months. That means we pick up the retail items
Aldi donates to our pantry. In those six months we
have picked up 18,236 pounds of food. That’s not
a typo and it blew my mind. Each one of those
items has to be moved five times to get it to the
point of distribution - once into carts at the store,
then into the car or truck, then into the room to be
weighed, then weighing and recording it, then into
freezers, fridges or on shelves. Only then is it
ready to give out. We do this twice a week, every
week.
I am in desperate need of more helpers who
can pick up food at Aldi. This partnership has
been really important to our pantry. It gives us
more healthy options than we would normally
have, a broader choice of
foods, and a lot of food
for free! It is a wonderful
blessing and very hard
work.
While one person can do
it, it would be much bet-
ter to have a team of two.
It would be ideal to have
enough teams that you
would only be asked to
pick up once a month,
unless, of course, you
just plain love to pick up groceries! In that case I
have the perfect job for you! I hope you will con-
sider whether this is something you can help us
with. Unless we get more helpers, I am not sure
we can sustain this partnership with Aldi.
If you are thinking about it, please come see!
We will have an informational meeting Tues-
day, January 20 at 2:00 pm in the school annex
(St. Mary Anderson) to answer questions, have
show and tell, and explain anything that’s unclear.
I hope to see you then, I really do. It doesn’t
mean you are committing, it means you are find-
ing out. My number is 765-644-8467 if you want
