Subjects:

Math:  The students have been working on some Measurement topics – Area, Perimeter and Volume.  They have done well with these and we will be moving on to some Measurement Conversions of Customary and Metric Units.  We have also started review for the final exam.  They have review folders to use and should be reviewing at home!  Please let me know if you have any questions or need suggestions on how to help them study!    

Science:  We have officially finished our required topics for this year!  The kids did a great job working out of the new workbooks and completing all the requirements.  We will start working on some review for the final next week as well as complete some fun lab activities!  At the end of each school year, I do an “egg drop” activity and we will shortly be starting to work on that.    

Social Studies:  The students finished up all the lessons in Chapter 7 and took their test on the Chromebooks and using their workbooks to help!  We will not be doing any further chapter out of their workbooks but will be working on some map skills and DBQ work next week.  We will also start reviewing for the final exam.  There will be mostly vocabulary, important people and dates on this test.  They will review everything in school and should do some studying at home.        

ELA:  The students will read and work on the last story in the final unit of their textbook series, “The Story of Annie Sullivan”.  Their spelling list will come from this lesson and will be updated on the website over the weekend.  They will also be finishing up a Writer’s Workshop opinion piece next week.      

Religion:  This past week the students worked on an activity about the “Gifts of the Holy Spirit” and worked with a partner to look up Bible verses to help with the meanings of these gifts.  Next week, we will do a short activity on the “Fruits of the Holy Spirit” with our buddies!  We will also start review of the necessary vocab. for their final exam which will include all the information from Chapter 9-12.
