Jesus has power over life and death
· Jesus loved his friends. Among his best friends were Martha, Mary, and their brother Lazarus. 
· Lazarus became sick and died.
· Jesus said, “Father, I thank you for hearing me. I know that you always hear me; but because of the crowds here I have said this, that they may believe that you sent me.” Then he called Lazarus out of the tomb and raised him from the dead. 
· This was a miracle, an act that goes beyond human power. 
· This and Jesus’ other miracles helped people to believe that Jesus’ power had been given to him by God the Father.
Jesus will come again.
· Jesus’ birth in Bethlehem is called his first coming. 
· Jesus will come again at the end of time and we will see him for ourselves
· Jesus told us to “Stay awake! For you do not know on which day your Lord will come.”
· He meant that we should always be preparing for his coming. We should do this through prayer and the things we say and do. To stay awake is to live each day the way Jesus taught us to. 
· Jesus’ coming at the end of time is called the second coming. It will be a joyous event.
When Jesus Christ comes again He will judge all people.
· All through life people make choices that can bring them closer to God or move them away from Him. 
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· These choices determine whether people will be with God in Heaven or not. Heaven is life with God forever. 
· Jesus said he will separate people into 2 groups, one to his right and one to his left. 
· Those on the right will be blessed. Jesus will tell them that each time they gave food to the hungry, drink to the thirsty, welcomed a stranger, clothed the naked, cared for the ill, or visited the imprisoned they did these things for Jesus Himself. 
· Those on the left he will tell to go away forever because they did not care for him when he was hungry, thirsty, a stranger, ill, unclothed, or in prison. 
· When we choose to love and care for others, we love and care for Jesus. 
· At the Last Judgment, we will be judged by our works and how well we cooperated with God’s grace. The Last Judgment is Jesus Christ coming at the end of the world to judge all people. 
Jesus teaches us how to love others.
· We often think that being good depends on what we do not do. Do not steal, do not lie, do not disobey. 
· Jesus reminds us that the things we do matter just as much. We must show our love for others.
· Jesus said that the greatest commandment is this, “ You shall love the Lord your God with all your heart, with all your soul, with all your mind, and with all your strength.” The second is this: “ You shall love your neighbor as yourself.” If we follow these, we are choosing to follow Jesus. 
· Jesus will always help us make the right choices if we ask him.
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
