proportionate- The size of one object fits the size of another. 
cardinal directions- north, south, east, and west
symbol- a picture on a map that stands for something real. 
map key- a box of symbols and words that tell what the symbols mean  
                A map key is sometimes called a legend.
compass rose- a symbol that shows directions on a map
philanthropy- actions people do for the good of other people.
compass- a tool with a magnetic needle that always points north due 
              to the magnetic fields around the Earth. The cardinal directions,
              north, south, east, and west- are labeled on the face of the 
              compass.
· Maps can show us land, water, roads, and cities. They show us where things are and what they are shaped liked. Some maps show landforms, like mountains and valleys. Road maps display the numbers of the highways to guide us as we travel.
· Greenland is the largest island in the world. It is not very green!
