Endangered or Extinct
· A species is a group of animals or plants that have physical traits in common.
· Endangered means to be put in danger.
· An endangered species is an animal or plant in danger of no longer existing.
· Species of plants and animals that existed at one time but are no longer alive are called extinct.
· Causes of extinction can be natural events, like volcanoes. Today human activities, such as hunting, water pollution, or clearing of land for building, are often the cause of extinction. 
Global Positioning System
· A Global Positioning System (GPS) can be used to find your way if you get lost or help plan a course with a map.
Capybara
· The capybara is a rodent of unusual size. It can weight about 100 pounds and is about two feet tall at the shoulder.
· The capybara is semi-aquatic. That means it lives near water and can sometimes be found in water.
