Pangaea
· Very long ago all the continents were joined into one supercontinent. Scientists call this continent Pangaea. 
· Earth’s plates shifted and the continents drifted to where they are now.  
· They are still moving about one-third of an inch each year.
Earth
· Earth is one of 8 planets that travel around the sun. It is the 3rd planet from the sun.
· Earth looks blue from outer space because Earth is mostly water.
Continents
· There are seven continents. They are: North America, South America, Europe, Asia, Africa, Australia, and Antarctica.
· North America- Where you will find the United States. It also includes Canada, Mexico, Central America, Greenland, and the islands of the Caribbean. 
· South America- The world’s largest tropical rainforest covers one-third of South America. 
· Antarctica is covered by huge icecaps. It is so cold that that only a few scientists and midges live there. 
· Europe is connected to Asia.
· Some geographers call Europe and Asia Eurasia and consider it one continent.
· Australia is the smallest and flattest continent. It has the most kangaroos.
· Africa is where you find the largest desert, the Sahara
