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Message from Father Tom

Today is the feast day of St. Peter Julian Eymard, founder of the Blessed
Sacrament Congregation which has ministered here in Corpus Christi
Parish since 1978. His picture is in the narthex of the church. Like you
perhaps, | once knew little of St. Eymard, but once | began to read about
his life | was captivated. He helped many Catholics to rediscover the
importance of the Eucharist. He is also considered a pioneer in involving
laypeople more actively in the life of the Church.

Like all of us, Peter Julian was conditioned by his familial and cultural
background as well as the social and political milieu of his time.

Born in 1811 in La Mure, France. He grew up in a poor family after

the French Revolution, at a time when Catholicism was not looked
upon kindly.

He once described himself as “a little like Jacob, always on a journey,”
always seeking. In truth, it was there from the beginning — the great
love and the driving passion of his life — Jesus Christ in the Eucharist.
In one story about Peter Julian, when he was only about five-years old
he wandered off from home. With everyone frantically

looking for him, his sister finds him in the parish church, where she saw
that her brother had pulled a small ladder over to the tabernacle and
had his ear up against its door. In response to her impatient

guestion: “What are you doing there? We’ve been looking for you. ..”
he offers the candid insight: “l am near Jesus, and I’'m listening to him.”
Peter Julian’s road to the priesthood, as well as his life as a priest, was
shadowed by the cross.

He had wanted to enter the priesthood as a youth, but his father,
having seen several sons die, did not want his only surviving son to
become a priest and forbade him because he wanted Peter Julian to
take over the family business.

Finally, at the age of 18, he was permitted to join the Oblate novitiate.
However, he became very ill and was sent back home to die.

He recovered and entered the seminary again, after his father passed
away. Peter Julian was ordained to the diocesan priesthood in the
diocese of Grenoble 1834, at age 23, and later joined the new Marists
Religious Order. In 1851, he answered a call to establish a community of
men dedicated to Eucharistic Adoration, called the Congregation of the
Blessed Sacrament. Its mission was to promote the importance and
significance of the Eucharist. The congregation also worked with the
poor and helped them to prepare for first Communion. Peter Julian
died in 1868 and was canonized in 1962.

“We believe in the love of God for us. To believe in love is everything.
We must believe in love and love is our Lord in the Blessed Sacrament.
Ask for this pure and simple faith in the Eucharist.”
