Our work is to serve parish ministries by providing training and formation, leadership development and
opportunities for spiritual growth. As members of the Archbishop’s staff, we promote and help to im-
plement the pastoral and theological priorities of the Archdiocese of Santa Fe as defined in the Archdio-
cese of Santa Fe Pastoral Plan. Our Executive Office continues to offer direct services to parishes in the
areas of Pastoral Planning and Evangelization.

WHAT IS LAY MINISTRY?

All lay men and women are called to participate in the mission of the church, to proclaim the good
news of Jesus Christ by their actions and words, and to work toward the transformation of the world.
Most respond to this call in secular arenas - in family life, in their workplace, and in the civic communi-
ty.

Some also work within the church, to build up the Christian community through various forms of min-
istry. Some do this on a limited, voluntary, or temporary basis - as catechists, liturgical ministers, parish
council members, visitors to the sick, youth workers, advocates for the poor, and so on. Some serve on a
more stable basis and may even be employed in the church. Lay ministry is a broad term that encom-
passes all these forms of service within or on behalf of the church community.

WHAT IS LAY ECCLESIAL MINISTRY?

Within the broader group of lay ministers is a smaller group of men and women whose service is charac-
terized by:

authorization of the hierarchy to serve publicly in the local church

leadership in a particular area of ministry

close mutual collaboration with the pastoral ministry of bishops, priests, and deacons
preparation and formation appropriate to the level of responsibilities assigned to them

The US Bishops have referred to these women and men as lay ecclesial ministers. The term is generic. It
includes people serving in a variety of roles. In a parish, for example, it might include the pastoral asso-
ciate, director of religious education, youth minister, pastoral musician, or school principal. Lay eccle-
sial ministry also encompasses service beyond the parish, including the ministry of health care chap-

lains, campus ministers, and diocesan leaders.

In keeping with John Paul II
Theology of the Body methods
for natural family planning infor-
mation is provided for an orien-
tation given participants on the
CREIGHTON MODEL Fertili-
ty Care™, Families of the Amer-
icas Natural Family Planning
and/or The Couple-to-Couple
League’s Sympto Thermal Meth-
od.

Pre Cana

Includes a mentor process using
FOCCUS, and Called by Love,
Weekend for the Engaged, Engaged
Encounter or Evenings for the En-
gaged. Every couple preparing
for marriage must participate in
one of the programs.

Retrouvaille

(French for Rediscover) is a pro-
gram for hurting couples and
couples on the verge of divorce.
Couples will spend a weekend
discussing aspects of their mar-
riage and then attend 8 follow up
sessions.

Seasons of Hope Support
Group

This is a 6 week program de-
signed for adults who are suffer-
ing from the loss of a loved one
through death. This is a small
group limited to 10-12 people
that involves prayer, reflection
and journaling to begin the pro-
cess of healing.

Single, Single Again
Monthly gatherings for unmar-
ried and formerly married
persons for making connections
with other Catholic singles
through group service projects,
Bible study and social activities.

Family Life

The mission of the Family Life Office is to enable families throughout
the Archdiocese of Santa Fe to model the love of God, as revealed in
Sacred Scripture and expressed in the teachings and traditions of the
Holy Catholic Church.

Together With God

A support group for individuals
who have lost someone to sui-
cide. This program trains indi-
viduals to conduct sessions that
consist of 8 gatherings. Sessions
are conducted by a trained thera-
pist and ministry team.

Anniversary Cerfificates

Anniversary certificates are pro-
vided to couples who are cele-
brating milestone anniversaries
through the Catholic Church
(25, 30, 40, 50, 60, 70, etc.). The
request for the certificate must
come from the parish they are
registered.

Acoma, Cochiti, Isleta,
Jemez, Laguna, Nambe, Pic-
uris, Pojoaque, Sandia, San
Felipe, San Ildefonso, Ohkay
Owingeh (San Juan), Santa
Ana, Santa Clara, Kewa
(Santo Domingo), Taos,
Tesuque, Zia, and Zuni.

Laguna Acoma, Isleta del
Sur and Zuni reside outside
of the boundaries of the
Archdiocese of Santa Fe but
remain our sister pueblos.
