The Fifteenth Sunday
in Ordinary Time

Brothers and Sisters in Christ,

After more than a year of dealing with this pandemic, | cannot wait to take a vacation. It
seems like it has been so long since | have been able to get away. [ am hoping to take some
time this summer and visit the state of Maine. One of tﬁe chalrenging aspects of trying to
go on vacation besides getting priests to cover all the Masses in the parish is the tricky part
of {oacking. It is always difficult trying to figure out what to take, that is, which clothes |
will need. | try to prepare for every scenario such as cold or warm weather or if it is going
to rain. Often, | put way too many clothes in my small suitcase and then | am forced to
carry the heavy luggage bag with all my clothes squished into it.

In our Gospel this weekend, Jesus sent out His twelve Apostles. He did not send them out
on vacation but rather on a mission; the mission that Jesus Himself was sent on by His
Father. The Apostles did not have to worry about packing their bags for this mission. “He
instructed them to take nothing for the journey but a walking stick — no food, no sack, no
money in their belts. They were, however, to wear sandals but not a second tunic.”

Jesus sent out His twelve Apostles with the bare minimum. He did not want them to rely
on the things of the world, that is, what they could have packed in their luggage bags.
Rather, He wanted them to rely and trust on the providence of God. He gave them a
special gift to take with them on their mission. He gave them a share in the authority and
power of God. The special gift that has been granted to the Church and her ordained
Bishops and Priests. “He gave them authority over unclean spirits.” The Church in our
time continues in this mission to drive out evil, to proclaim and teach the truth, to share
in the life of God through the Sacraments, and to be a means of salvation to all who are
open to her and follow her teachings.

At the beginning of our Gospel this weekend, “Jesus summoned the Twelve and began
to send them out...”. He first called them to Himself before sending them out on their
mission. He wanted them to learn from Him, the Master, so that they could continue in
His mission and teach others His ways.

Each Sunday Jesus summons us to be with Him. He desires that we draw close to Him
and trust in His care for us. He unites Himself to us in the Eucharist, the greatest gift.
He has given us the gift of the Holy Spirit so that we too can participate in His mission.
