TWENTY-EIGHTH SUNDAY
IN ORDINARY TIME

Brothers and Sisters in Christ,

In last week’s Gospel we heard the Pharisees question Jesus, that is, they were testing Him.
Once again, in this week’s Gospel, we hear someone questioning Jesus. However, this time
it is not to test Him but rather it was a sincere and genuine question. This question that was
asked of Jesus is perhaps the best question that anyone could ask our Lord. “As Jesus was
setting out on a journey, a man ran up, knelt down before Him, and asked Him, “Good
teacher, what must | do to inherit eternal life?” Certainly, this must be the most important
question that anyone could ask our Lord. All of us should be asking this same question
from our hearts, that is, what do | need to do to get to heaven?

In our Gospel this weekend Jesus graciously answered the young man’s question. Jesus
told him to follow the commandments, and when the young man replied that he had, Jesus
went on to tell him that he was lacking in one thing. He told him, “Go sell what you have,
and give to the poor and you will have treasure in heaven; then come follow me.” “At that
statement his face fell, and he went away sad, for he had many possessions.”

We know that Jesus’ Apostles and many of his early disciples gave up everything that they
owned and followed Him. In our own time there are men and women Religious who have
taken vows of poverty and given up all their worldly possessions to follow Jesus.

The young man in our Gospel this weekend went away sad because he had many
possessions and was unwilling to give them away. For most of us, God is not asking us to
give away everything. God knows that we need houses to live in, and clothes to wear, food
to eat, and a car to get places. God wants us to have good thmgs in our lives and He often
gives them to us to help us in our vocation in life.

As disciples of Jesus living in the world, we are called to have a spirit of detachment to
possessions, especially to the things of the world. If we encounter someone who is need,
for example, a homeless person who in the winter has no coat or winter clothing then we
should give them our coat and help them in their need. That is how God wants us to give
away our possessions.

“What must we do to inherit eternal life?” We must follow the 10 Commandments and all
the teachings of the Church, the Church that Jesus instituted, and the Holy Spirit
overshadows and keeps Her in all truth. We are to stay close to the Sacraments especially
Reconciliation where we keep our souls right before God and then come to the Banquet of
the Eucharist. By God’s grace we are to live a life of virtue, by especially caring for others
and freely giving to those in need.

Jesus promised St. Peter that He would repay him 100 times in this life for all that he gave
up. He also reminded him that there would be persecutions but, in the end, God rewards
his faithful disciples with the gift of eternal life.
