The Saint Eugene School student community is comprised of students of all different backgrounds. With over 200 students enrolled in PreK through Grade 8.

Our student population is made up of 48% White, 24.3% Hispanic or Latino, 19.4 % Asian/Native Hawaiian/Other Pacific Islander, 4.9% Black or African American, and 3.4% Multiracial.

Our 2017-2018 NYS Exams resulted in over 52% of students in grades 3 through 7 achieving a level 3 or 4 in ELA and over 56% in Math. Performance percentages have been increasing steadily for the past 2 years.
