From the Pastor ¢ Del Pastor

Dear Friends at St. Louise,

Today we celebrate the Solemnity of the Body
and Blood of the Lord. Christ is present under the
physical signs and symbols of all the sacraments

in both a spiritual and a physical way. It is Christ
himself who baptizes, who anoints the sick, who
forgives sins, who ordains, etc. In the Eucharist,
the “Blessed Sacrament,” Christ is present in
his Body, Blood, Soul and Divinity. There is no
greater gift we have from Jesus than the Mass, the
gift he gave us on the night before he died—and he has commanded
us to eat his Body and drink his Blood in memory of him. He says,
“unless you eat the flesh of the Son of Man and drink his blood, you
have no life in you.” (John 6:53)

This particular year, this day is important for the Church in the
United States because it begins our observance of the National
Eucharistic Revival. The need for this revival was highlighted by the
drastic dip in the percentage of Catholics who reported they believe
that the Eucharist is truly the Body and Blood of the Lord. (See Pew
Research Center survey, “What Americans Know About Religion,”
conducted Feb. 4-19, 2019. You can read more about the survey at
https://www.pewresearch.org/religion/2019/07/23/what-americans-
know-about-religion/ and https://www.pewresearch.org/short-
reads/2019/08/05/transubstantiation-eucharist-u-s-catholics/.)

We have all observed the disturbing downward trend, over the past 40
years, in the percentage of Catholics who attend Mass on a regular
basis (or at all). We see this in our own families and among our
Catholic friends and acquaintances. There are many reasons for the
decline, of course, but we can imagine that if someone doesn’t
actually believe that the Eucharist truly is the very presence of
Christ, as the Church has taught since her beginning, it could be
pretty easy to rationalize why there might be “more important
things to do” than go to Mass on Sunday. (Catholic author,
Flannery O’Connor once quipped, “If it is just a symbol, to hell with it.”
She also said, “l will always stay with the church because the
Eucharist feeds my soul and is a source of Grace. | need to conform
myself to him. To become his image in the world.” Somehow, many
Catholics today are missing O’Connor’s insights.)

Archbishop Etienne has invited parishes to do what they can to
promote the Eucharistic Revival. Fr. Nehnevaj, Katie O'Neill and |
are looking at several resources that will help us to do exactly that,
while also planning for the formation of our “parish family” through the
Partners in the Gospel initiative.

Here are some ideas for increasing your own full, active and conscious
participation in the Eucharist;

Este afo en particular, este dia es importante para la Iglesia en
Estados Unidos porque empieza nuestra observancia del
Resurgimiento Eucaristico Nacional. La necesidad de este
resurgimiento fue resaltada por la drastica caida en el porcentaje de
catdlicos que reportaron que creen que la Eucaristia es realmente el
Cuerpo y la Sangre del Sefior. (Ver encuesta del Centro de
Investigacion Bancas de las Iglesias, “Lo que los americanos Saben
sobre la Religion,” efectuada en Feb. 4-19, 2019.

Todos hemos observado la preocupante tendencia a la baja, durante
los ultimos 40 afios, en el porcentaje de catdlicos que asisten a Misa
de manera regular (o alguna vez). Vemos esto en nuestras propias
familias y entre nuestros amigos y nuestros conocidos catélicos.
Existen muchas razones para esta baja, por supuesto, pero podemos
imaginar que si alguien no cree realmente que la Eucaristia es
verdaderamente la presencia de Cristo, como la Iglesia lo ha
ensefiado desde sus inicios, seria bastante facil justificar por qué
pueden haber “cosas mas importantes qué hacer” que ir a Misa el
domingo. (La autora catélica, Flannery O’Connor una vez bromed, “Si
es solamente un simbolo, al diablo con eso.” Ella también dijo: “Yo
siempre estaré con la iglesia porque la Eucaristia alimenta mi alma y
es una fuente de Gracia. Yo necesito cumplir con él. Convertirme en
su imagen en el mundo.” De alguna forma, muchos catélicos de hoy
estan perdiendo la percepcién de O'Connor.)

El Arzobispo Etienne ha invitado a las parroquias a hacer lo
posible para promover el Resurgimiento Eucaristico. El Padre
Nehnevaj, Katie O’Neill y yo estamos buscando varios recursos que
nos ayuden a hacer eso exactamente, y al mismo tiempo estamos
planeando la formacién de nuestra “familia de parroquias” a través de
la iniciativa Compafieros en el Evangelio.

o Try toread at least one of the Sunday readings each week
before Mass. An easy way to find the readings for Sunday (and
every day) is to go to https://bible.uscch.org/daily-bible-reading.

«  Give thought to what you wear to Mass. All are welcome,
whatever they may be wearing — but remember Mass is special,
the banquet feast of heaven and earth!

«  Mindfully bring the experience of your past week to the Eu-
charist. Surrender everything to Christ each day, and offer it all
to him when you come to Mass.

« Do your best to express our union as the Body of Christ
through the gestures at Mass. Stand, sit, bow, and kneel
(unless you are physically unable), in union with the whole con-
gregation, and avoid private gestures of reverence, especially at
Communion. Archbishop Etienne made these specific instruc-
tions in his pastoral letter on the Eucharist because he saw too
many different practices across the Archdiocese. We are one
body.

o And make it a point to welcome others — not just the people you
know already! — as your brothers and sisters in Christ. Get to
know a stranger — show patience and understanding to parents
with young children who fuss at Mass. We are grateful that
everyone is here!

May we all grow in our love, reverence, and unity of belief and
practice in celebrating the Eucharist during this year of Eucharistic
Revival!

From the Parochial Vicar

On Fr. Nehnevaj’s Shelf
“The Problem of a Youth Mass” by Aaron M. Williams

Yes, this particular article has a very provocative
title.! The author does clearly dislike the practice
of the youth Mass! His main reasons are that
“young people do not constitute a culture of
themselves™ and that a youth Mass tends to
“markedly appear like the world,” potentially
prompting reflections on the value of Mass if it is
no different than anything available in the world.
Be that as it may, the main reasons | wanted to
share this article have to do with the points Williams makes about
evangelization and accompaniment.4

Williams defines evangelization as “the conversion of hearts to the
love and worship of God™ and not “the simple expansion of statistical
membership in the Church, or the encouragement of participation in
the life of the Church for the sole sake of that participation.” Yet in
many discussions | have had, here and elsewhere, the majority of the
time and energy is spent on the second piece, the statistics. Phrases
like “So few people showed up,” or “How can we get people to come
to our events?,” are commonplace in discussions of initiatives and
evangelization. This focus on statistics is understandable, as it is
much easier to measure attendance at a Mass than it is to measure
conversion, which is often a slow process that can remain invisible to
an external observer.

Williams’ proposed alternative to evangelizing through a youth Mass
is “Pope Francis’ model of ‘accompaniment’.”” Regardless of whether
or not there is a problem with youth Masses, this recommendation to
accompany people on their faith journeys is worthy of consideration.
My own experiences echo Williams’ experiences, in that a personal
relationship with anyone, not just youth, allows for more fruitful oppor-
tunities to overcome obstacles to experiencing God’s love together. In
accompaniment the emphasis is on the other person, what their actu-
al wants and needs are, and not on what | think they might be — to
share another’s struggles and rejoice in their triumphs, and to bear
witness in one’s own life to how both the struggles and the triumphs
find their fulfillment in Christ. So, my challenge for you this week is to
think of one way in which you can personally “accompany” someone
in your life.

En la repisa del Padre Nehnevaj
“El Problema de la Misa de los Jovenes” Aaron M. Williams

Si, este articulo en particular tiene un titulo muy provocativo.’ jAl
autor claramente le disgusta la practica de la Misa de los jévenes!
Sus principales razones son que “los jévenes en si mismos no consti-
tuyen una cultura”y que una Misa de j6venes tiende “notablemente a
verse como el mundo,” motivando posibles reflexiones sobre el valor
de la Misa si no es diferente a algo disponible en el mundo”. Sea
como sea, las principales razones por las que yo queria compartir
este articulo tienen que ver con los puntos que Williams sefiala acer-
ca de la evangelizacion y el acompafiamiento.4

Williams define la evangelizacion como “la conversién de corazones
al amor y la veneracion de Dios™y no “la simple expansion de mem-
bresia estadistica en la Iglesia, o el estimulo de la participacién en la
vida de la Iglesia por el mero propésito de esa participacion.” Y, sin
embargo, en muchas discusiones que yo he tenido aqui y en otras
partes, la mayoria del tiempo y energia se gastan en la segunda
parte, las estadisticas. Frases como “Llegé muy poca gente,” 0
“;Como podemos hacer para que la gente venga a nuestros even-
tos?,” son un lugar comUn en las discusiones de iniciativas y evange-
lizacion. Este énfasis en las estadisticas es comprensible, ya que es
mucho mas facil medir la asistencia a una Misa que medir la conver-
sion, la cual es un proceso lento que puede quedar invisible a un
observador externo.

La alternativa propuesta por Williams a la evangelizacién por medio
de una Misa de los jovenes es “el modelo de ‘acompafiamiento’ del
Papa Francisco.”” Independientemente de que haya o no un proble-
ma con las Misas de los jovenes, esta recomendacion de acompafiar
ala gente en su jornada de fe es digna de consideracion. Mis propias
experiencias hacen eco con las experiencias de Williams, en que una
relacion personal con cualquiera, no solo los jovenes, permite oportu-
nidades mas fructiferas de superar los obstaculos para experimentar
juntos el amor de Dios. En el acompafiamiento, el énfasis esta en la
otra persona, en cuales son sus verdaderas necesidades, y no en las
que Yyo creo que pueden ser; compartir las dificultades del otro, gozar
con sus triunfos, y ser testigo en nuestra propia vida de que las difi-
cultades y los logros encuentran su plenitud en Cristo. Asi que, el
reto que les tengo para esta semana es pensar en una forma en la
que ustedes pueden “acompafiar’ personalmente a alguien en su
vida.
