Congratulations to all our First Communicants 
who have received their First Holy Communion. 
Some of the First Communicants received last 
Saturday, May 17, and some will receive this 
weekend at the 5PM and 9AM Masses. Thank 
you to the catechists and parents who helped 
prepare these young people for this important 
sacrament. The sacrament of First Holy 
Communion is a pivotal moment in the life of 
every Catholic, as it marks the first time an individual receives the 
Body and Blood of Christ in the Eucharist.  
 
Also, a Happy Feast Day greeting to St. Madeleine Sophie Parish. 
St. Madeleine Sophie Barat, a French saint from the same time period 
as St. Louise de Marillac, was born on December 12, 1779, and died 
on May 25, 1865. St. Madeleine Sophie founded the Religious of the 
Sacred Heart. One of my favorite quotes from St. Madeleine Sophie is: 
"Your example, even more than your words, will be an eloquent lesson 
to the world." 
 
Last week, I met with some of the leaders of our many commissions, 
committees and prayer groups. Some members of our new Parish 
Family Advisory Council were also present to discuss beginning 
Phase II of the Partners in the Gospel process. We reviewed again 
what Partners in the Gospel means, the timeline for events, and the 
process objectives, all leading to the eventual formation of one parish 
sometime in 2027. To get us there, we will begin by listening. Listening 
to our fellow parishioners and listening to our fellow parish family 
members. We will begin by gathering in groups, small and large, to 
answer questions that will help us define “Who We Are.” The 
questions are simple: What benefits spiritually do we receive from 
being part of St. Louise Parish, and what gifts and charisms are 
special to St. Louise Parish? In addition to listening groups, we will 
have the opportunity to answer these questions via an online survey 
and by written response. Please watch for a flyer in the bulletin for 
more information.  
 
On Pentecost weekend, specifically June 7 at the 5PM Mass, we will 
have the chance to meet our new Parish Family Advisory Council. This 
group is made up of parishioners from both St. Louise and 
St. Madeleine Sophie. The members are Pastoral Council and Finance 
Council chairs, some members of these councils, and parishioners-at-
large from both parishes. They will form the main consultative body for 
the parish family going forward, and will ultimately form the Pastoral 
Council for our new parish. On June 8 at the 11AM Mass at 
St. Madeleine Sophie we will introduce and recognize our combined 
staff and clergy. All are invited and really encouraged to attend these 
special parish family Pentecost celebrations. Again, we will be creating 
a flyer with more information for next weekend’s bulletin. 
 
Happy Memorial Day weekend as well. On this day we honor and 
remember the sacrifices of those who died in military service. Please 
join me in remembering with prayers of gratitude those who gave their 
lives in the service of our country.

¡Muchas felicidades a todos nuestros niños y jóvenes que recibieron 
su Primera Comunión! Algunos la recibieron el pasado sábado 17 de 
mayo y otros la recibirán este fin de semana en las misas de 5PM y 
9AM. Gracias a los catequistas y padres que ayudaron a preparar a 
estos chicos para este importante sacramento. El sacramento de la 
Primera Comunión es un momento crucial en la vida de todo católico, 
ya que marca la primera vez que una persona recibe el Cuerpo y la 
Sangre de Cristo en la Eucaristía. 
 
También, un saludo festivo a la parroquia de Santa Magdalena Sofía. 
Santa Magdalena Sofía Barat, santa francesa de la misma época que 
Santa Luisa de Marillac, nació el 12 de diciembre de 1779 y falleció el 
25 de mayo de 1865. Santa Magdalena Sofía fundó las Religiosas del 
Sagrado Corazón. Una de mis citas favoritas de Santa Magdalena 
Sofía es: “Tu ejemplo, más que tus palabras, será una lección 
elocuente para el mundo”. 
 
La semana pasada, me reuní con algunos de los líderes de nuestras 
numerosas comisiones, comités y grupos de oración. Algunos 
miembros de nuestro nuevo Consejo Asesor de la Familia Parroquial 
también estuvieron presentes para hablar sobre el inicio de la Fase II 
del proceso de compañeros en el Evangelio.
