Sixteenth Sunday in Ordinary Time 
 
In today’s Gospel we hear Martha remark on 
her busy-ness. Martha is truly the patron saint 
of the 21st century. Martha was “worried and 
distracted by many things,” 2,000 years ago. 
Before TVs. Before cell phones. Before social 
media. Before any of the things that distract us 
in our day and age, Martha was worried and 
distracted by many things.  The distractions and worries are a part of 
all our lives, and they seem to grow all the time. Trying to distract 
ourselves from our worries just seems to wear us out all the more.  
 
There is a wonderful Greek word that Luke uses in this Gospel reading 
to describe Martha’s distractions. The word is: Perispaoumai. This 
word literally means “to be pulled away or to be pulled apart.” This is 
what distractions do, they pull us apart. And they pull us away from 
what really matters. What really mattered for Martha was the presence 
of Jesus in her home. But her worries and distractions pulled her away 
from that amazing experience.  
 
During the summer months let us take time to evaluate what is truly 
important: prayer, community and family…the list is personal to each 
of us, and each of us should reflect on what is important and  
life-giving.  
 
I want to take another opportunity to remind us of some staff changes 
that have taken place over the last few months. Katie O’Neill is now 
working with CCS and therefore Fabiola Ward has become the 
Pastoral Assistant for Liturgy for the parish, in addition to her duties as 
bulletin editor, and work on the website and with weddings. Amy 
Baumgardner is stepping back from her role as Youth Minister but will 
be taking on the role of Pastoral Assistant for OCIA for the parish 
family while continuing her St. Louise responsibilities with 
communications and adding outreach ministries. David Gehrig is 
stepping back from outreach ministries  but continuing the very busy 
ministry of pastoral care including working with families preparing for 
funerals, ministry to the homebound and coordinating with St. 
Madeleine Sophie on the senior’s Young at Heart program.  Danny 
Bailey, currently the Youth Minister at St. Madeleine Sophie, will 
become the Youth Minister for the parish family. We will continue to 
have all the usual youth ministry programs for youth at both St. Louise 
and St. Madeleine Sophie. So, thank you to Fabiola and Amy for 
taking on new and additional responsibilities, and welcome to Danny 
Bailey!  
 
Our first parish family festival is next weekend at St. Madeleine 
Sophie. The event is 3PM-6PM and will include food, games, music, 
entertainment, and parish family fun.

Decimosexto Domingo del Tiempo Ordinario 
 
En el Evangelio de hoy, escuchamos a Marta comentar sobre su 
ajetreo. Marta es, sin duda, la santa patrona del siglo XXI . Marta 
estaba preocupada y distraída por muchas cosas hace 2000 años. 
Antes de la televisión. Antes de los celulares. Antes de las redes 
sociales. Antes de cualquier cosa que nos distraiga hoy en día, Marta 
estaba preocupada y distraída por muchas cosas. Las distracciones y 
preocupaciones forman parte de nuestras vidas y parecen aumentar 
constantemente. Intentar distraernos de nuestras preocupaciones 
parece agotarnos aún más. 
 
Hay una maravillosa palabra griega que Lucas usa en esta lectura del 
Evangelio para describir las distracciones de Marta. Se trata de 
Perispaoumai . Literalmente significa "ser apartado o separado". Esto 
es lo que hacen las distracciones: nos separan. Y nos alejan de lo que 
realmente importa. Lo que realmente importaba para Marta era la 
presencia de Jesús en su hogar. Pero sus preocupaciones y 
distracciones la alejaron de esa maravillosa experiencia. 
 
Durante los meses de verano, nos permitimos tomarnos un tiempo 
para evaluar lo que es verdaderamente importante: la oración, la 
comunidad y la familia… la lista es personal para cada uno de nosotros 
y cada uno de nosotros debe reflexionar sobre lo que es importante y 
da vida. 
 
Quiero aprovechar otra oportunidad para recordarles algunos cambios 
de personal que han tenido lugar en los últimos meses. Katie O'Neil 
ahora trabaja con CCS, por lo que Fabiola Ward se ha convertido en la 
Asistente Pastoral de Liturgia de la parroquia, además de sus 
funciones como editora del boletín, encargada del sitio web y de las 
bodas. Amy Baumgardner deja su puesto en el Ministerio de jóvenes, 
pero asumirá el cargo de Asistente Pastoral de OCIA para la familia 
parroquial, mientras continúa con sus responsabilidades en Sta.
