It was a year ago this weekend that we formally 
entered into our parish family relationship with 
St. Madeleine Sophie. In the past year, we 
have come to learn more about each other 
both intentionally and with the help of Mother 
Nature and circumstance.  
 

Our first effort together was the combined 
Women’s Retreat in October, followed by the 
merging of our senior groups into what we now 
know as Young At Heart. Our Knights of Columbus councils have 
joined forces to support pancake breakfasts and blood drives, and our 
grief support groups share time and compassion together.  
 

Our parish staff participated in a combined retreat in early May of 
2024, and have since met together both as a full staff and as ministry 
department colleagues to learn more about how each parish performs 
their respective ministries. We have another staff meeting in August 
and another all-staff retreat in September. Our pastoral councils and 
finance councils have met together, and we have formed our Parish 
Family Advisory Council. Our priests have developed a rotating 
schedule between the two parishes to celebrate Mass and the 
sacraments. 
 

We have several staff who are shared by the parish family. Jonathan 
Taasan is the Operations Director for the parish family, Amy 
Baumgardner is the OCIA director for the parish family, and currently 
Danny Bailey is the Youth Minister for the parish family. 
 

Mother nature brought our parishioners together for Mass during the 
power outage last November. We again gathered to celebrate special 
Pentecost liturgies, and we celebrated together for daily Mass and 
weekend Masses during the two weeks of June 16-27 while the St. 
Louise altar area was refinished and the parking lot resealed and 
relined. We have yet another opportunity for celebration on July 27 as 
we gather for our first parish family festival!  
 

We have accomplished a lot this year, but there is much work for us in 
the Partners in the Gospel process. This second year we will still be 
getting to know more about each parish, but the year will also be about 
visioning together for the future. During August and September, we will 
conduct listening sessions to ask questions and gather feedback from 
parishioners that will help guide this visioning.  
 

This Sunday’s Gospel reading opens with Jesus sending out 72 
disciples, an expansion beyond the 12 apostles. This deliberate 
widening of his ministry signals a profound inclusivity: all followers of 
Christ are called to participate in his mission, not only a chosen few. 
He tells them, “The harvest is plentiful, but the laborers are few; 
therefore ask the Lord of the harvest to send out laborers into his 
harvest.” These words remain as urgent now as when the Lord first 
spoke them. The world is full of fields ready for harvesting—hearts 
longing for meaning, for kindness, for the truth of God’s love.  
 

Yet the laborers, those who are willing to go, to speak, to serve, are 
always few. This call to prayer is not a passive exercise, but an 
invitation into action. We will need everyone’s participation going 
forward. I am grateful to all of you for your prayers for me, for our 
priests and staff, and for our parish family.

Este fin de semana se cumplió un año desde que iniciamos 
formalmente nuestra relación de familia parroquial con Santa 
Magdalena Sofía. Durante este último año, hemos aprendido más 
sobre nosotros, tanto intencionalmente como con la ayuda de la 
naturaleza y las circunstancias. 
 

Nuestro primer esfuerzo conjunto fue el Retiro de Mujeres en octubre, 
seguido de la fusión de nuestros grupos de personas mayores en lo 
que ahora conocemos como Jóvenes de Corazón. Nuestros consejos 
de Caballeros de Colón han unido fuerzas para apoyar desayunos de 
panqueques y donaciones de sangre, y nuestros grupos de apoyo para 
el duelo comparten tiempo y compasión. 
 

Nuestro personal parroquial participó en un retiro conjunto a principios 
de mayo de 2024 y, desde entonces, se ha reunido con todo el 
personal y con colegas de los departamentos ministeriales para 
comprender mejor cómo cada parroquia lleva a cabo sus respectivos 
ministerios. Celebramos otra reunión de personal en agosto y otro 
retiro completo en septiembre. Nuestros consejos pastorales y 
financieros se han reunido y hemos formado nuestro Consejo Asesor 
de la Familia Parroquial. Nuestros sacerdotes han establecido un 
horario rotativo entre ambas parroquias para celebrar la misa y los 
sacramentos. 
 

Contamos con varios miembros del personal que comparten la familia 
parroquial. Jonathan Taasan es el Director de Operaciones de la 
familia parroquial, Amy Baumgardner es la directora de OCIA de la 
familia parroquial y, actualmente, Danny Bailey es el Ministro de 
jóvenes de la familia parroquial. 
 

La naturaleza reunió a nuestros feligreses para la misa durante el 
apagón del pasado noviembre. Nos reunimos de nuevo para celebrar 
las liturgias especiales de Pentecostés y celebramos juntos la misa 
diaria y las misas de fin de semana durante las dos semanas del 16 al 
27 de junio, mientras se restauraba el área del altar de Santa Luisa y 
se sellaba y recubría el estacionamiento. ¡Tenemos otra oportunidad 
de celebrar el 27 de julio con nuestro primer festival familiar parroquial! 
 

Hemos logrado mucho este año, pero aún queda mucho trabajo por 
hacer en el proceso de compañeros en el Evangelio. Este segundo 
año seguiremos conociendo mejor cada parroquia, pero también se 
tratará de crear juntos una visión de futuro. Durante agosto y 
septiembre, realizaremos sesiones de escucha para hacer preguntas y 
ofrecer conversaciones que nos ayude a guiar esta visión. 
 

El Evangelio de este domingo comienza con el envío de Jesús a 
setenta y dos discípulos, una expansión más allá de los doce 
apóstoles. Esta ampliación deliberada de su ministerio indica una 
profunda inclusividad; todos los seguidores de Cristo están llamados a 
participar en su misión, no solo unos pocos elegidos. Él les dice: ”La 
cosecha es mucha, pero los obreros pocos, por tanto, rueguen al 
Señor que envíe obreros para su cosecha”. Estas palabras siguen 
siendo tan urgentes ahora como cuando el Señor las pronunció por 
primera vez. El mundo está lleno de campos listos para la cosecha: 
corazones anhelando significado, bondad, la verdad del amor de Dios. 
 

Sin embargo, los obreros, aquellos dispuestos a ir, a hablar, a servir, 
siempre son pocos. Este llamado a la oración no es un ejercicio 
pasivo, sino una invitación a la acción. Necesitaremos la participación 
de todos en el futuro. Les agradezco a todos sus oraciones por mí, por 
nuestros sacerdotes y personal, y por nuestra familia parroquial.
