Nineteenth Sunday in Ordinary Time 
 
As we begin the final month of summer, some 
of us are finishing up on vacations, some are 
beginning vacations, some are preparing our 
young adults for college or our youth for grade 
school and high school. It can be a busy time 
of year, but I hope that we all take time to savor 
the last few weeks before our schedules both 
at home and at the parish and school get busy, which they will! The 
parish staff at both parishes have been planning and getting ready for 
a new ministry year. We are very much looking forward to providing 
ministry and program opportunities to our parishes.  
 
We have had a year now to experience the rotation of all three of our 
priests at our daily and weekend Masses. We are so truly blessed with 
this amazing priest team. Just a reminder that we did not gain extra 
priests, we are sharing priests. Fr. Gary and Fr. Tony are mostly at the 
Chancery Monday through Friday, except when they can celebrate 
daily Mass; they do celebrate Masses and Reconciliation with us on 
the weekends as well as participating in parish events as much as 
they can, and of course also are providing the sacrament of the sick. 
Fr. Tom is present to both the St. Louise and St. Madeleine 
communities during the week, at Masses, anointings of the sick, 
special events, and connecting with both schools. Life continues to be 
very busy for these three priests, but I know that they are up to the 
task and most importantly, they are happy to be connected to this 
parish family! 
 
While we do not have definite plans to change the daily Mass 
schedule, as you may have noticed, there will be times when a daily 
Mass might need to be canceled due to priest scheduling challenges. 
The great benefit of being a parish family is that if Mass is not 
available at one location there will be Mass at the other. I appreciate 
your flexibility when it comes to changes in the Mass schedule. Again, 
nothing will change on the weekend, and when there are changes to 
the holy day Mass schedule or daily Mass schedule, we will make sure 
to notify both communities well in advance.  
 
A good example of a varied holy day schedule is the upcoming 
Assumption of the Blessed Virgin Mary on August 15. There will be 
two Masses on the holy day between the two parishes; 9AM at 
St. Madeleine Sophie (English) and 6:30PM at St. Louise (bilingual). 
Please be sure to join us for one of these Masses on this holy day of 
obligation. The Solemnity of the Assumption of the Blessed Virgin 
Mary is the Church’s oldest celebration of Mary, Mother of God. The 
Assumption refers to the Blessed Virgin Mary being assumed — body 
and soul — into heaven at the end of her earthly life. “Assumption” is 
different than “ascension” because one is passive (i.e., one is 
assumed) and the other is active (i.e., one ascends). It is by the power 
of God Mary was assumed.

Decimonoveno Domingo del Tiempo Ordinario 
 
Al comenzar el último mes de verano, algunos terminamos nuestras 
vacaciones, otros las comienzan, otros preparamos a nuestros jóvenes 
para la universidad o a nuestros niños para la primaria y la secundaria. 
Puede ser una época del año muy ocupada, pero espero que todos 
aprovechemos las últimas semanas antes de que nuestros horarios, 
tanto en casa como en la parroquia y la escuela, se llenen de 
actividades, ¡y así será! El personal de ambas parroquias ha estado 
planeando y preparándose para un nuevo año de ministerio. 
Esperamos con ansias brindar oportunidades de ministerio y 
programas a nuestras parroquias. 
 
Ya llevamos un año experimentando la rotación de nuestros tres 
sacerdotes en las misas diarias y de fin de semana. Nos sentimos 
verdaderamente bendecidos con este increíble equipo sacerdotal. Les 
recuerdo que no hemos añadido sacerdotes adicionales, sino que los 
estamos compartiendo. El Padre Gary y el Padre Tony están 
principalmente en la Cancillería entre semana, excepto cuando pueden 
celebrar la misa diaria o las misas de fin de semana. También intentan 
participar en los eventos parroquiales y, por supuesto, administran 
sacramentos a los enfermos. El Padre Tom está presente en ambas 
comunidades entre semana, en misas, unciones de enfermos, eventos 
especiales y en contacto con ambas escuelas. Estos tres sacerdotes 
siguen teniendo una vida muy ocupada , pero sé que están a la altura 
de la tarea y, lo más importante, ¡están felices de estar conectados con 
esta familia parroquial! 
 
Aunque no tenemos planes definitivos para cambiar el horario de 
misas diarias, como habrán notado, habrá ocasiones en que sea 
necesario cancelar una misa diaria debido a dificultades con la agenda 
de los sacerdotes. La gran ventaja de ser una familia parroquial es que 
si no hay misa disponible en un lugar, se celebrará en el otro. 
Agradezco su flexibilidad con respecto a los cambios en el horario de 
misas. Les recordamos que nada cambiará los fines de semana y, 
cuando haya cambios en el horario de misas de días festivos o en el 
horario de misas diarias, nos aseguraremos de notificar a ambas 
comunidades con suficiente antelación.
