Maybe, we thought, he might get lucky and get a few drops to test out his 
new boots. We told him that we would pray that he got some rain. 
 And lo and behold! Just a few hours after we had closed down for the day the heavens opened and the rains came! Streets were 
flooded. While we were all thankful for the gift of rain last week, those of us at Helping Hands were especially joyous for that little boy 
who had the blessed opportunity to test out those new rubber boots in the most magnificent way!
