CATHOLIC BLACK HISTORY MONTH!
Black Catholic saints will be highlighted this month.
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Saint Martin de Porres

Did you know that the only saint, of African origin, in
the Western Hemisphere to date, is Saint Martin de
Porres of Lima, Peru? Perhaps the best-known black
Catholic from the Western Hemisphere, his father was
a Spanish nobleman and his mother a black former
slave. De Porres worked on behalf of the poor
throughout his life. He was canonized by Pope John
XXIII on May 16, 1962 during the height of the Civil
Rights Movement. Saint Martin showed signs of the
virtues of modesty,
humility and charity for
the poor, early in his life.
As a Dominican Brother,
Saint Martin founded an
orphanage and a
hospital. He also
ministered to hundreds
of unhappy people from
Africa, who were forced
into slavery in the new
western world. Saint
Martin is recognized in
the Church as both the
Patron saint of Peru and
of the poor.
